B Tiam I pray that the Christmas spirit continues for you, even in Ordinary Time. I am not

—ready to move on from Christmas. Two weeks does not seem like enough time to reflect
upon and to contemplate what God did by becoming human like us. God so loved the

world that God became flesh! What a gift to us!

As some of you will remember, my Cribben family makes a gift to a charity each year as an alter-
native to buying each other gifts. In mid-December my family gathered for a pre-Christmas reunion at
which the charity to whlch we donated was announced and described.

This year, the 19" year we have made a charitable gift, my nephew Shawn chose the recipient. He
is a Physical Therapist and graduate of UW-Madison’s Doctor of Physical Therapy Program. He
chose UW- Madison's Student Physical Therapy Pro Bono clinic and their community outreach
programs. He stated: “My criteria for selection were: 1) All the money has to go straight to the cause -
no administration fee. 2) It had to be something that I had participated in or made a lasting impact on
my current life/attitude/morals.” This pro bono clinic helps people who want to continue therapy, but
whose insurance will no longer pay. Shawn had helped at the clinic while studying in Madison. I was
moved by the thoughtfulness of his choice. Every year I learn something about the many needs in the
world and the many wonderful ways by which people are responding to those needs. The Christmas
spirit of God’s love lives on in these generous and caring activities.

Jesus was so attentive to those who were most in need. He saw the blind, the lame, the deaf, the
lepers, the sinners, and those who needed healing in many different ways. As he saw them, he looked
at them with love and healed so many of them. And by seeing them he brought others’ attention to
them as well. Others learned from him that the sick, the lame, the poor, and the imprisoned, etc. had
value. All of God’s creatures deserve to be loved. When Jesus demonstrated that he loved them, he
opened the way for others to continue to love them after he moved on.

The Baptism of the Lord

It was on the Fourth Sunday of Advent this
past December that we first heard of the two
cousins, John and Jesus, meeting. Then it was in
the womb of their mothers, Elizabeth and Mary.
Now the cousins meet again on the shore of the
Jordan River. John is already well known—so |
much so that people had begun to wonder if |
he was the long-awaited Messiah. Jesus, on the
other hand, is about to begin his ministry. One
could say that Jesus entered the waters of the
Jordan as a private person and came out of them as a public
one. The voice from heaven left no doubt about that. As we
come to the end of the Christmas season our readings echo
Isaiah and Titus (see Advent and Christmas Day readings) and
together with today’s Psalm 104 they point us to Pentecost.
We are on the cusp of a new creation.

JOHN THE BAPTIST: PATRON SAINT
|OF LITURGICAL MINISTERS?

John the Baptist was what we might call today a “social
influencer.” People paid attention to what he had to say. And
what he said affected the choices people made. Yet today’s
Gospel reminds us of John the Baptist's ultimate goal: “One
mightier than | is coming.” The Baptizer walks the fine line
between drawing attention to himself with his fiery preaching
and then re-directing that attention to Jesus, the “beloved
Son.” John the Baptist could be considered the “patron saint”
of those who minister as lectors, extraordinary ministers of
the eucharist, cantors, greeters, acolytes, and musicians. Isn't
John's teaching a good goal for a liturgical (or any!) minister?
Rooted in the graces of their own baptism, ministers must be
skilled and confident enough to draw people’s attention (or,
at least, not turn them off!) and then gradually re-focus that
attention on Jesus. It is a dynamic and awesome responsibility.

Al llegar al final del
tiempo de Navidad, nuestras lecturas hacen eco de Isaias y
Tito (véanse las lecturas de Adviento y del dia de Navidad)
y, junto con el Salmo 104 de hoy, nos sefialan a Pentecostés.
Estamos en la clspide de una nueva creacion.

JUAN EL BAUTISTA: ;PATRON DE LOS
MINISTERIOS DE LA LITURGIA?

Juan el Bautista era lo que hoy podriamos llamar un
“influenciador social”. La gente prestaba atencién a lo que
decfa. Y lo que decia afectaba a las decisiones de la gente. Sin
embargo, el Evangelio de hoy nos recuerda el objetivo dltimo de
Juan el Bautista: “Viene uno mds poderoso que yo”. El Bautista
camina por la fina linea que separa el llamar la atencién sobre
si mismo con su ardiente predicacién y luego redirigir esa
atencién hacia Jesds, el “Hijo amado”. Juan el Bautista podria
ser considerado el “santo patrén” de quienes tienen el ministerio
de lectores, ministros extraordinarios de la Eucaristia, cantores,
ujieres, acolitos y musicos. ;No es la ensefianza de Juan una
buena meta para un ministro litdrgico (jo cualquier otro!)?
Arraigados en la gracia de su propio bautismo, los ministros
deben ser lo suficientemente hébiles y confiados como para
atraer la atencién de la gente (jo, al menos, no desviarla!) y
luego volver a centrar gradualmente esa atencion en Jesus. Es
una responsabilidad dindmica e impresionante.
