From the Pastor:

] Teenage sons and daughters are

— blessings in our families. As we watch
them mature, grow, and learn, we see
evidence of the grace of God at work.
Young people need a great deal of patience for
themselves and from others. They need to be
forgiven, often. Without warning they can demon-
strate tremendous generosity, or selfishness. Their
attitude is hard to predict. In the end teenagers are
very vulnerable and they use many different tools in
an attempt to protect themselves. In the best of
conditions that self-protection is difficult. They need
good parents, faithful friends, and loyal and wise
teachers to assist them. Finally, they emerge from
adolescence to adulthood. Most often, there is evi-
dence of a few scars and some injuries, both physi-
cal and psychological. But, the majority of these
young adults are ready to make their contribution to
society and specifically to their faith community.

The baptism of Jesus by John marks a new
period in Jesus’ life. He is fully adult and has arrived
at a shift from a quiet life to a more public life. He
has grown confident in his thoughts and beliefs and
we witness his confidence in his statements,
actions, and interactions with others.

Where was Jesus before this? What had he
been doing and with whom? What kinds of experi-
ences had he been having? These questions lead
me to wonder about that period of Jesus’ life when
he was about 12 years old until his baptism by John.
Remember that he stayed in Jerusalem after his
parents departed in order to talk with the religious
leaders at the Temple. After that we know very little.

We can speculate. Jesus was about to begin his
teenage years after the Temple event at the age of
twelve. We know that Jewish boys pass from their
childhood to that phase in which he is recognized as
nearly an adult and therefore responsible for his
actions. Being responsible meant that Jesus would
need to pay attention to the law and the command-
ments. With his family and the larger community, he
would be responsible for “loving God, neighbor and
self” in responsible ways. He could show that love
by keeping the Sabbath, participating in the syna-
gogue rituals, and fasting and praying as a faithful
Jew.

The teenage years of Jesus life were important

to his adult and public ministry. Repeatedly, he
shows us that he had developed strong and deeply
rooted habits of prayer and he knew the Scriptures.
We do well to acknowledge and affirm the
importance of teenage and young adult experiences
in the development of wise and faithful believers
today. Let us encourage and affirm our families as
they raise today’s teenagers!

Mengaje de nuestro Pastor:

Los hijos e hijas adolescentes son una
bendicion en nuestras familias. Cuando los
vemos madurar, crecer y aprender, vemos el
fruto de la gracia de Dios trabajando. Los jévenes necesi-
tan mucha paciencia para si mismos y para los demas.
Necesitan ser perdonados, a menudo. Sin previo aviso,
pueden demostrar una tremenda generosidad o egoismo.
Su actitud es dificil de predecir. Al final, los adolescentes
son muy vulnerables y utilizan muchas herramientas o
actitudes diferentes en un intento de protegerse. En las
mejores condiciones auto-protegerse es dificil. Necesitan
buenos padres, amigos fieles y maestros leales y sabios
para ayudarlos. Finalmente, emergen de la adolescencia
a la edad adulta. Muy a menudo, hay evidencia de algu-
nas cicatrices y algunas lesiones, tanto fisicas como
psicoldgicas. Pero, la mayoria de estos adultos jévenes
estan listos para hacer su contribucion a la sociedad y
especificamente a su comunidad de fe.

El bautismo de Jesus por Juan marca un nuevo
periodo en la vida de Jesus. Es completamente adulto y
ha llegado a un cambio de una vida tranquila a una vida
mas publica. En este punto el tiene confianza en sus
pensamientos y creencias y podemos ver su confianza
en sus declaraciones, acciones e interacciones y relacio-
nes con los demas.

¢ Donde estaba Jesus antes de esto? ;Qué habia
estado haciendo y con quién? ¢ Qué tipo de experiencias
habia estado teniendo? Estas preguntas me llevan a pre-
guntarme acerca de ese periodo de la vida de Jesus
cuando tenia unos 12 afos hasta que Juan lo bautizoé.
Recuerde que él se quedo en Jerusalén después de que
sus padres partieron para hablar con los lideres religio-
sos en el Templo. Después de eso sabemos muy poco.

Podemos especular que Jesus estaba a punto de
comenzar su adolescencia después del evento del
Templo a la edad de doce afios. Sabemos que los nifios
judios pasan de su infancia a esa fase en la que son re-
conocidos como casi adultos y, por lo tanto, son respon-
sables de sus acciones. Ser responsable significaba que
Jesus necesitaria prestar atencion a la ley y los manda-
mientos. Con su familia y la comunidad en general, seria
responsable de "amar a Dios, al préjimo y a si mismo" de
manera responsable. Podia mostrar ese amor al guardar
el dia del Sefior, al participar en los rituales de la sinago-
gay al ayunar y orar como un judio fiel.

La adolescencia de la vida de Jesus fue importante
para su ministerio adulto y publico. En repetidas ocasio-
nes, nos muestra que habia desarrollado habitos de ora-
cion fuertes y profundamente arraigados y que conocia
las Escrituras.

(c. 315-367) 13 de enero

Nacié en Poitiers (Francia) y durante su juven-
tud abrazo el cristianismo junto con toda su
familia. Gracias a su ejemplo cristiano, su
misma gente lo eligié como obispo en el afio
353. Como obispo destaco por su formacion
intelectual y su firmeza en la defensa de la fe,
especialmente contra los arrianos, un grupo de
cristianos que negaban la divinidad de Cristo.
Fue desterrado a Frigia (Asia) en el afio 356,
pero esto no le impidié defender a la Iglesia de
los ataques, debatiendo incluso, a los obispos
arrianos. Debido a la firmeza y conocimiento de
causa con que combatia a sus interlocutores,
los mismos arrianos pidieron al Emperador que
lo regresara a casa, a su lglesia, donde se
habian mantenido fieles a sus ensefianzas.
Con los obispos que habian cedido a los arria-
nos fue firme para hacerles ver sus errores,
pero compasivo en su trato con ellos. Su celo
por la fe, asi como sus escritos le valieron el
titulo de “maestro de las Iglesias”. En 1851 el
Papa Pio IX lo declar6 Doctor de la Iglesia.
