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8 Message from Fr. Andy: February is Black History Month. It offers us a focused period
[« " to learn, read about, and appreciate the significant history and contributions of Black
S8 Americans to this country. Historically, the history of African-Americans did not re-
ceive much attention in history books and elsewhere. Our country has a long history

which includes Black persons and that history is our history.

We must admit that there were almost no Africans who had the freedom to sail the oceans
and explore the world. The Africans who arrived at the shores of this country did so unwilling-
ly. They were enslaved, chained, and endured great violence as they were brought to serve on
farms, plantations, and in businesses. They did not choose that life.

The first slaves arrived in Virginia in the year 1619. Not until the Emancipation Proclama-
tion that set slaves free by an act of the United States government in 1863, was there any real
change for the slaves. For nearly 250 years it was legal for one person to “own’ another as a
slave. Even after 1863 we know that many black slaves were not freed and did not experience
freedom for decades after. The traditions of prejudice and discrimination endure to this very
day.

Not everyone owned slaves in those 250 years of legal enslavement, but many who did not
possess slaves supported the rights of others to do so. There were various ways in which to
participate in a slave-holding society. Many people received economic benefits from slavery
by purchasing inexpensive merchandise produced by slave labor. Segregation became a way to
prolong the worst consequences of slavery by preventing now free African-Americans from
fully participating in the public life, schools, government, and other institutions of the nation.

Today, we recognize and admit the sins of slavery, racism, prejudice and discrimination.
They are sins and for these we must repent. We do not need to repent for historical wrongs in
which we did not participate. However, we do need to acknowledge that those terrible wrongs
occurred, including torture, beatings, rape, and murder. We learn from history, and for the
wrongs we discover we vow never to repeat.

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Monsaje del P. Andy: Febrero es el Mes de la Historia Negra. Nos ofrece un periodo
enfocado para aprender, leer y apreciar la importante historia y las contribuciones de los
afroamericanos a este pais. Historicamente, la historia de los afroamericanos no recibid
mucha atencion en los libros de historia y en otros lugares. Nuestro pais tiene una larga
historia que incluye a las personas negras y esa historia es nuestra historia.

Debemos admitir que casi no habia africanos que tuvieran la libertad de navegar por
los océanos y explorar el mundo. Los africanos que llegaron a las costas de este pais lo hicieron no
por decision propia. Fueron esclavizados, encadenados y sufrieron mucha violencia cuando fueron
llevados a servir en granjas, plantaciones y negocios. Ellos no eligieron esa vida.

Los primeros esclavos llegaron a Virginia en el afio 1619. No fue hasta la Proclamacion de Eman-
cipacion que liber¢6 a los esclavos por una ley del gobierno de los Estados Unidos en 1863 que hubo
un cambio real para los esclavos. Durante casi 250 afios fue legal que una persona "poseyera" a otra
como esclava. Incluso después de 1863 sabemos que muchos esclavos negros no fueron liberados y
no experimentaron la libertad durante décadas después. Las tradiciones de prejuicio y discriminacion
perduran hasta nuestros dias.

No todos poseian esclavos en esos 250 afios de esclavitud legal, pero muchos de los que no po-
seian esclavos apoyaban los derechos de otros a hacerlo. Habia varias maneras de participar en una
sociedad esclavista. Muchas personas recibieron beneficios economicos del trabajo esclavo mediante
la compra de mercancias baratas producidas por el trabajo de esclavos. La segregacion se convirtié en
una forma de prolongar las peores consecuencias de la esclavitud al evitar que los afroamericanos,
ahora libres, participaran plenamente en la vida publica, las escuelas, el gobierno y otras instituciones
de la nacion.

Hoy, reconocemos y admitimos los pecados de la esclavitud, el racismo, el prejuicio y la discrimi-
nacion. Son pecados y por ellos debemos arrepentirnos. No necesitamos arrepentirnos por errores his-
toricos en los que no participamos. Sin embargo, debemos reconocer que ocurrieron esos terribles
errores, incluyendo tortura, palizas, violaciones y asesinatos. Aprendemos de la historia, y por los
errores que descubrimos prometemos no repetirlos nunca.
