From the Pagtor: |t has been a year of many changes and adjustments. Some changes began
so long ago that we may have forgotten why we changed. | would like to review some of our adjust-
ments as a parish.

At Mass we are distributing Communion as the Body of Christ, only. We cannot share a cup of
the Blood of Christ. As is explained elsewhere in the bulletin, receiving Holy Communion in one
form or the other, the person communing receives the fullness of the sacramental matter. The priest is the
only one who receives the Blood of Christ. He cannot share the chalice with others.

A couple of other changes at Mass include not having books in the pews. We are careful to disinfect
places that people are likely to touch with their hands or upon which they breathe. The books would be
touched by people at the various Masses and we cannot disinfect them all. We have invited people to take a
missalette and keep it, bringing it to each Mass and taking it home at the end. There are some books still
available in the corridor. Additionally, without hymn books, we do not sing as well as in the past. There are a
few well-known hymns that we have memorized, but many songs we have not. Health officials advise against
much congregational singing as it requires deeper breathing by which we expel more droplets which may
carry infection. We are fortunate to have good musicians and cantors who beautify our liturgy with their
talents.

Of course, we invite everyone to use good hand hygiene when they enter the church campus. There are
hand disinfectant stations near all of the doors. We encourage you to use them as you enter and leave. We
try to take temperatures as well. We sometimes miss a few, but it stands as a reminder to everyone to stay at
home if you are feeling sick.

The Sign of Peace has required change as well. This change has been a sacrifice as we avoid the physi-
cal contact for the sake of health and safety. We have looked for alternatives. After the presider offers the
peace of Christ to the whole congregation we have waved, bowed in the direction of others, and flashed the
peace sign with the “V” of our fingers. As a presider, | use the American Sign Language (ASL) sign for “peace
be with you.” By touching hands together in front of the person, about chest high, the hands are rotated and
then separated as the arms are extended out and down with the palms of the hands facing down. As peace is
offered and exchanged in this manner, one can receive the peace by closing hands into fists, and then
drawing them toward the middle of the torso.

One goal has not changed: that we might be ONE in heart and mind on the way into God!

As we continue to live our English Faith Formation program
virtually we realize that we are nine classes away from the end of this
course. Nine classes seem like a lot but it actually goes by fast espe-
cially for those who are preparing to receive a sacrament in May.

If you are thinking about registering your child for next course,
please know that registrations begin in May and run through early
August or carlier if we meet capacity. A few points to note that
will help you determine when your child needs to begin sacrament
preparation:

-First communion preparation is a 2-year program. Children who
will be entering 1™ grade in September 2021 need to register
for Year A-First communion. If your child is older and has
not received their First Communion, you can still register
them in Year A-First communion and I place them in the
age appropriate group.

-Confirmation is also a 2-year preparation. Per Diocesan guide-
lines students under the age of 17 or those not in 11" or 12"
grade cannot receive Confirmation. Therefore, we ask that if
your child is in 10™ or 11™ grade you register them into
Pre-Confirmation so then they can prepare to receive their
sacrament in grades 11 or 12.

-If your child has already received their First communion but is
too young to enroll in Pre-Confirmation you can still enroll
them in our program in one of the age/grade appropriate
groups. This is a great way for them to continue to learn
about their faith along with their peers.

In the meantime, keep this information in mind for when May comes
around. Hopefully it will come soon and will bring sunshine and
warmth.

Como se explica en otra parte del boletin, al recibir la Santa
Comunién de una forma u otra, la persona que recibe la ostia solamente recibe la plenitud del cuerpo y
sangre de Cristo. EI sacerdote es el Unico que recibe la Sangre de Cristo. No puede compartir el caliz con
los demas.

Un par de otros cambios en la Misa incluyen no tener libros en las bancas. Tenemos cuidado de desin-
fectar los lugares que las personas pueden tocar con sus manos o sobre los que respiran. Los libros serian
tocados por personas en las diversas misas y no podemos desinfectarlos todos. Hemos invitado a la gente a
tomar uno de los libritos de lecturas y oraciones y guardarlo, llevandolo a cada misa y llevandolo a casa al
final. Hay algunos libros todavia disponibles en el pasillo. Ademas, sin libros de himnos, no cantamos tan
bien como en el pasado. Hay algunos himnos bien conocidos que hemos memorizado, pero muchas cancio-
nes no las sabemos. Los oficiales de salubridad nos aconsejan no cantar mucho en grupos, ya que requiere
una respiracion mas profunda por la cual expulsamos mas gotitas que pueden conllevar infecciones. Tene-
mos la suerte de tener buenos musicos y cantores que embellecen nuestra liturgia con sus talentos.

Por supuesto, invitamos a todos a usar una buena higiene de manos cuando entran a la iglesia. Hay
estaciones con desinfectante de manos cerca de todas las puertas. Le recomendamos que los use al entrar
y al salir. Tratamos de tomar las temperaturas también. A veces se nos pasan unos cuantos, pero es un
recordatorio para que cualquier persona que se sienta enferma se quede en casa.

El Signo de Paz también ha requerido un cambio. Este cambio ha sido un sacrificio a medida que evita-
mos el contacto fisico en favor de la salud. Hemos buscado alternativas. Después de que el sacerdote que
celebra la misa ofrezca la paz de Cristo a toda la congregacion, hemos saludado, nos hemos inclinado en la
direccién de los demas y hemos dado el signo de paz con la "V" de nuestros dedos. Como sacerdote, utilizo
el signo del Lenguaje de Sefas Americano (ASL) para "la paz esté contigo". Al juntar las manos y ponerlas
frente a su corazon, girelas en direccion opuesta y luego separelas suavemente a medida que los brazos se
extienden hacia fuera y hacia abajo con las palmas de las manos hacia abajo. A medida que la paz se ofrece
e intercambia de esta manera, uno puede recibir la paz cerrando las manos haciendo dos pufios, y luego
moviendo sus manos hacia el centro del torso.
