It was a year ago in March that limits were
placed on public gatherings. | began a period of
celebrating Mass and other times of worship in front
of cameras. And all of you began to participate at
the parish Mass in the best way possible by means
of Facebook, or television, with Mass from the
Cathedral. For some of you, this still is the primary
means by which to participate in your faith commu-
nity’s worship. | applaud you and affirm you for your
perseverance during difficult times.

Learning to read Scripture on our own and for-
mulating new ways of praying is a novelty for so
many of you. | admit that praying for “spiritual
communion” has been a way by which | have
become more aware of the limitations that some
people experienced long before COVID-19
restrictions.
