~ ly celebrated St. Patrick’s Day, | have
been thinking of my family origins. The
Cribbens come from County Mayo,
Ireland. Mayo is in the far west of Ireland
and is known for having suffered greatly during the
famines of 1740-41, 1845-49, and 1879. Immigra-
tion based on economic need is something to which
| feel close.

While the potato was by far the most prevalent
food crop in all of Ireland, in Mayo it was even more
so. When heavy rains, cold, or blight ruined crops
for not just one year, but several, the people
suffered profound hunger. During these periods
many people died and others had no choice but to
leave their homeland and migrate to the United
States, Canada, Great Britain, etc.

There are horrific stories of what the local
people suffered in those years. One story is now
referred to as “The Doolough Famine Walk of 1849.”
People who needed relief were summoned to the
town of Louisburgh. Having arrived they were told
that the inspectors had gone to another town called
Delphi. The distance to Delphi was about 12 miles
and passed a small lake, Doolough. People already
weakened by hunger began the journey and died.
Others arrived in Delphi and found no relief and had
to make the journey back to Louisburgh. Today
there are small monuments that mark this deadly
journey. In my only visit to Ireland in 2010, | drove
the road from Louisburgh to Delphi and saw the
monuments. Mayo has another famine monument
near Croagh Patrick. It is an eerie sculpture of a
“ghost ship.” Ships had such names because many
hunger-refugees died as they fled the famine but
never arrived at their destinations.

County Mayo played an important role in 19"
century land reform. Michael Davitt was among the
key leaders who sought fairness in landlord and
tenant agreements. He wanted to help tenant farm-
ers to buy land from landlords at fair prices. Mahat-
ma Gandhi is said to have found inspiration for his
non-violent resistance movement in the activities of
Davitt. | have visited his grave and a small museum
near Straide Abbey. The modern day protest action
called “boycott” also comes from Mayo during this
period of reform. Captain Charles Boycott, an Eng-
lish land agent, inspired this action as he attempted
to evict tenant families from their homes. Knowing of
this injustice, other workers refused to harvest crops
for him and thus developed the term “boycotting.”

| am very proud of my justice seeking, County

The Annual Seder Experience

It has been along-standing tradition here at St.
Willebrord to gather for a meal in honor of the Jewish cel-
ebration of Passover. Our Jewish brothers and sisters
celebrate an 8 day festival of Passover in early spring,
commemorating the emancipation of the Israelites from
slavery in ancient Egypt. It is observed by avoiding leav-
en, and highlighted by the Seder meals that include four
cups of wine, eating matzah and bitter herbs, and retell-
ing the story of the Exodus. In Hebrew it is known as
Pesach (which means “to pass over”) because God
passed over the Jewish homes when killing the Egyptian
firstborn on the very first Passover eve. The highlight of
Passover is the Seder, observed on each of the first two
nights of the holiday. The Seder is a fifteen-step family-
oriented tradition and ritual-packed feast.

Join us on Monday evening April 10 @ 6pm in
the Community Center for a shared meal and adulted
experience based on the Seder Meal. Seating is
limited to the first 100 adults purchasing the $10.00
tickets in advance. April 5th last day to register.

% Después de haber celebrado recientemente el
~ Dia de San Patricio, he estado pensando en
los origenes de mi familia. La familia Cribben

viene del condado Mayo, Irlanda. Mayo esta
en el lejano oeste de Irlanda y es conocido por
haber sufrido mucho durante las hambrunas de 1740-41,
1845-49 y 1879. La inmigracién basada en la necesidad
econdmica es algo con lo que me identifico
personalmente.

Mientras que la papa fue, el alimento mas
cultivado y prevalente en toda Irlanda, en Mayo fue aun
mas. Cuando las fuertes lluvias, el frio y el tizén arruinaron
las cosechas no soélo por un afo, sino por varios, la gente
sufrieron escases extrema de comida. Durante este tiempo
muchas personas murieron y otros no tuvieron mas
remedio que abandonar su patria y emigrar a los Estados
Unidos, Canada, Gran Bretafia, etc.

Hay historias horribles de lo que las personas
sufrieron en esos afios. Una historia se conoce ahora
como "La Caminata de Hambre de Doolough de 1849".
Las personas que necesitaban ayuda fueron llamadas a la
ciudad de Louisburgh. Al llegar, se les dijo que los
inspectores habian ido a otro pueblo llamado Delphi. La
distancia a Delphi era cerca de 12 millas y pasé un
pequefio lago, Doolough. La gente ya debilitada por el
hambre comenzé el viaje y murié. Otros llegaron a Delphiy
no encontraron alivio y tuvieron que hacer el viaje de
regreso a Louisburgh. Hoy en dia hay pequefios
monumentos que marcan este viaje mortal. En mi Unica
visita a Irlanda en 2010, conduje la carretera de
Louisburgh a Delphi y vi los monumentos. Mayo tiene otro
monumento de la hambruna cerca de Croagh Patrick. Es
una escultura misteriosa de un "barco fantasma". Los
buques tenian nombres asi porque muchos refugiados
hambrientos murieron mientras huian de la hambruna,
pero nunca llegaban a sus destinos.

El condado de Mayo desempefié un papel
importante en la reforma agraria del siglo XIX.
Michael Davitt fue uno de los lideres clave que buscé
la igualdad respeto a la propiedad y Arrendatarios.
Queria ayudar a los agricultores arrendatarios a
comprar tierras a los propietarios a precios justos. Se
dice que Mahatma Gandhi encontro su inspiracion
para su movimiento de resistencia sin violencia en las
actividades de Davitt. He visitado su tumba y un
pequeno museo cerca de la Abadia de Straide. La
accion de protesta moderna llamada "boicot" también
viene de Mayo durante este periodo de reforma. El
capitan Charles Boycott, un agente de tierra inglés,
inspird esta accion mientras que intentaba sacar a
familias que eran sus inquilinos de sus hogares.
Sabiendo de esta injusticia, otros trabajadores se
negaron a cosechar los frutos de sus tierras para él y
asi desarrollaron el término "boicot".

Estoy muy orgulloso de mis antepasados y su
busqueda de justicia del Condado de Mayo.
