From the Pastor: Happy Easter! Alleluia, Jesus Christ has

risen! Alleluia!

“...the doors were locked, where the disciples were, for fear of the Jewish authori-
ties...” (John 20:19). “Fear” continues to rule the disciples. They had not yet encountered the
Risen Lord. They thought that they were such a threat to the Jewish and Roman authorities
that they were next to be arrested and killed. But, the authorities knew that if they killed this
Jesus, the “King of the Jews,” that his followers would lose enthusiasm because of fear. For
Roman rulers, fear was a key tool of control.

Does fear remain a controlling factor in your life? Why? Of what or of whom are you afraid?

One of Jesus’s deep desires was to free the disciples of their fears. When he appears to the women after
his Resurrection, and then to the disciples in the house where the doors were locked, he says, “fear not,” and
“peace be with you!” Jesus the Christ wants them to remove the chains of fear so that they can live and share
the message he gave them. That message is that God forgives and loves us through all experiences: through
tragedy, trauma, depression, suffering and pain.

The Risen Christ is evidence that no earthly power can destroy us. No experience of loss, shame, abuse
or violence will defeat us. No criminal, thief, abuser, rogue police officer, uncompassionate judge, or uncaring
immigration official will overcome the power of God’s promises through Christ — life is in God’s hands, justice
is God’s to give, eternity is in God’s control!

| know people who live in fear of being detained by police or by immigration authorities. Even as these
mothers and fathers, husbands and wives and children are trying to obey every other law, the law that says
you cannot cross certain boundaries without permission has enslaved them to living in the shadows and in
fear.

Others whom | know live in fear of violence. They hear gunshots and threatening shouts in the streets.
They hear car motors racing and tires screeching and sirens blaring. Their fear consumes them.

I know children who live in fear of older teenagers and adults who threaten them, scream at them, bully
them, and abuse them. These fears are real. And you and | must do something to relieve them of these fears.

We are followers of the Risen Christ. We have received the message: “Fear not! Peace be with you!” We
are to pray and make every effort to share the Good News and take courage that our struggle for justice and
peace, even as many others shrink in fear, is the right cause. It is the cause of Jesus the Christ, our Lord and
Savior.

¥ Jesucristo ha resucitado! jAleluya!
“...estando cerradas las puertas de la casa donde se hallaban los discipulos, por miedo a las

autoridades de los judios...” (Juan 20,19)

El "Miedo" continua gobernando a los discipulos. Todavia no se habian encontrado con el
Sefior Resucitado. Pensaron que eran una amenaza tan grande para las autoridades judias y romanas que
serian arrestados y asesinados. Pero, las autoridades sabian que si mataban a este Jesus, el "Rey de los
judios", sus seguidores perderian el entusiasmo debido al miedo. Para los gobernantes romanos, el miedo
era una herramienta clave para controlar a la gente.

¢ El miedo sigue siendo un factor de control en tu vida? ;Por qué? ;De qué o de quién tienes miedo?

Uno de los deseos profundos de Jesus era liberar a los discipulos de sus miedos. Cuando se aparece a
las mujeres después de su Resurreccion, y luego a los discipulos en la casa donde las puertas estaban
cerradas, dice, "no teman" y "jla paz esté ustedes!" Jesucristo quiere que eliminen las cadenas formadas por
el miedo para que puedan vivir y compartir el mensaje que les dio. Ese mensaje es que Dios nos perdona y
nos ama a través de todas las experiencias: a través de la tragedia, el trauma, la depresion, el sufrimiento y
el dolor.

El Cristo resucitado es evidencia de que ningun poder terrenal puede destruirnos. Ninguna experiencia
de pérdida, verglenza, abuso o violencia nos vencera. Ningun criminal, ladrén, abusador, policia
deshonesto, juez desapasionado o oficial de inmigracién indiferente vencera el poder de las promesas de
Dios a través de Cristo: la vida esta en las manos de Dios, la justicia es entregada a nosotros por Dios, jla
eternidad esta bajo el control de Dios!

Conozco a personas que viven con miedo a ser detenidas por la policia o por las autoridades de
inmigracion. Incluso cuando estas madres y padres, esposos y esposas e hijos estan tratando de obedecer
todas las leyes, la ley que dice que no se puede cruzar ciertos limites sin permiso los ha esclavizado a vivir
en las sombras y el miedo.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

En tiempos pasados, cuando la Misa era en latin, no tenia-
mos la oportunidad de escuchar en nuestra propia lengua las
bellas palabras que Cristo pronuncié durante la Ultima Cena y
que el sacerdote repite durante la Consagracion: "Esto es mi
cuerpo". . . "Esta es mi sangre". Por tal razén los monaguillos
sonaban unas campanitas indicando que algo importante esta-
ba pasando. En ese momento los fieles levantabamos la cabe-
za para ver el pan convertido en cuerpo y el vino convertido en
sangre. Lamentablemente el sacerdote nos daba la espalda y
no podiamos ver lo que ocurria sobre el altar. Sin embargo,
respondiamos con las palabras del apéstol Tomas: "Sefior mio
y Dios mio".

Estas palabras reconocen y adoran la presencia de Jesus en
el pan y el vino. A este momento se le consideraba el mas im-
portante de la Misa. No obstante, el Concilio Vaticano Il vino a
ensefarnos que este es el momento cumbre, junto con toda la
Plegaria Eucaristica, pues toda la Misa es igualmente importan-
te, excepto que durante la Plegaria Eucaristica alcanzamos el
punto mas alto de la celebracion. Por esa razén ya no hay cam-
panita, pues ahora escuchamos todo en nuestro propio idioma,
asi como los discipulos las escucharon de Cristo, en su propio
idioma.
