Maessage from Fr. Andy: The Resurrection
of Christ changes everything. His resurrec-
tion is an anticipation of OUR resurrection.
While our physical body on earth will cease
to exist after death, in the resurrection at the
end time our body will be transformed into a new and
glorious body. Resurrection is NOT “resuscitation” and
NOT a “reanimation” of our earthly body. Lazarus was
resuscitated. His earthly body was reanimated. Eventu-
ally Lazarus died again. He now awaits the resurrection
of his body.

Resurrection is a transformation. Remember that
the apostles and the women returning from the empty
tomb did not recognize the Resurrected Christ? He was
transformed. There was a newness that made recogni-
tion difficult. And then, recognition came. They saw
the Christ, the Anointed One, the Messiah - Jesus

Resurrected. Again, Happy Easter!

About various things: Some of you may have
noticed that last Fall our water feature near the grotto
stopped working. During the last couple of years we
had to make occasional repairs of the rubber membrane
which retains the water. That membrane is mostly
hidden by the rocks and the water. However, after 17
years, some weathering and damage from animals
created some irreparable leaks. We must protect and
steward our water! So, this Spring as the weather
warms, we will dismantle the grotto and make the
necessary repairs. This is an unexpected budget
expense. If you want to make a donation to the grotto
repair, please do so. Thank you!

Spring plantings: With the arrival of Spring and
warmer weather, we look forward to blooming flowers
and trees with new leaves. We expect to plant a couple
of new trees in the area to the west of the parish center.
Planting trees was an element of our “One by One
Campaign.” The Diocese of Green Bay continues its
work on that project after a long pause because of
COVID-19. We will use some of our collected funds
for the purchase and planting of trees. The Pope’s
document on the environment, “Laudato Si, Care for
Our Common Home,” was important to the develop-
ment of our planned use of funds.

Through the years, some of you have made some
nice donations to our landscape and annual flowers. At
Easter we try to buy a significant number of flowering
plants which can be transplanted in our parish gardens.
If you want to make an additional donation of flowers,
hanging baskets, or money for the purchase of flowers
for outdoors, the parish will be very pleaseg.
