READINGS FOR THE WEEK 
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From the Pastor:   Happy Easter! Alleluia, Jesus Christ has  
risen! Alleluia! 
      April is Sexual Assault Awareness Month and Child Abuse Prevention Month. We 
are invited to be aware of the problems and the crimes associated with sexual assault 
and child abuse. And, let us also think positively. How are we going to show even great-
er respect for the other? Regardless of the other’s gender or age everyone deserves 

respect. Our Savior and Messiah, Jesus the Christ, showed us the approach of love and mutual re-
spect which we must learn, teach and practice. 
 Last week I wrote about evangelization, that is, sharing Jesus Christ with others. This means that 
we must come to know him and follow him. As we follow him we learn to pray to Jesus and worship 
him. Finally, we will want to imitate Jesus as we share him with others.  
 Regarding sexual assault and child abuse prevention, followers of Jesus must discover how Je-
sus respected, cared for, and loved others. We must observe the respect he showed for the vulnera-
ble. The vulnerable ones are most susceptible to assault, harassment, abuse and bullying. 
 In order to evangelize effectively, the Diocese of Green Bay is asking us to use the “Discover, 
Follow, Worship and Share Jesus” method. We must discover that Jesus was real and authentic. He 
lived and related to others in normal ways. In every relationship he desired to heal, liberate, teach 
and bring out the best in the other. He did not dominate them. For example, when he healed the ten 
lepers, he spoke to them as people who deserved to be healed, not as persons to be avoided. He 
did the same with the woman with the hemorrhage. He encountered her and she encountered him. 
He sent her forth as a healed and faith-filled woman. This was similar to the woman caught in adul-
tery. He saw her as a person who could do better and he sent her forth as a woman he did not con-
demn, but whom he instructed to “sin no more.” Jesus shows respect which is the opposite of as-
sault and abuse. 
 Jesus’ parables also are powerful lessons in respect. The Good Samaritan belongs to a group 
whom Jews distrusted. Still, no one could deny the Samaritan did a generous and caring act by 
helping the man who had been beaten and robbed. Also, the Prodigal Son is not condemned, but 
received with love and forgiveness. Who can deny mercy to one’s family? 
 Let us be authentic Christians by discovering Jesus and his power to lead and guide us today! 

Happy Easter! Alleluia, Jesus Christ has risen! Alleluia!

Dane J. Radecki, O. Praem., 
elected seventh abbot of 

St. Norbert Abbey 
Pray for him. 

     The NorberƟne Community of  
St. Norbert Abbey, De Pere, Wis., has 
elected Dane Joseph Radecki, O. 
Praem., as the seventh abbot in its 
125-year history. Abbot Radecki was 
elected for a term of nine years and begins his term imme-
diately. 

     FiŌy-three priests, brothers and seminarians are 
aƩached to the abbey, whose members can be found in 
houses in De Pere,  Chicago and Raymond, Miss. The Norb-
erƟnes of St. Norbert Abbey sponsor St. Norbert College 
(SNC), De Pere; Notre Dame de la Baie Academy (NDA), 
Green Bay; the NorberƟne Volunteer Community and the 
NorberƟne Center for Spirituality. The NorberƟne commu-
nity also staffs several parishes in the Diocese of Green Bay, 
including St. Norbert College Parish, De Pere; Our Lady of 
Lourdes Parish, De Pere; St. Willebrord Parish, Green Bay, 
Wis.; and Holy Cross Parish Family, Green Bay, Wis. Sacra-
mental assistance also is given to other parishes, hospitals 
and nursing homes in the diocese.  
 
     Abbot Radecki has served on boards of trustees at SNC, 
NDA and Archmere Academy, Claymont, Del. He was a plan-
ning consultant in the Office of Catholic EducaƟon for the 
Archdiocese of Chicago; administraƟve intern for the office 
of the president at the University of St. Thomas, St. Paul, 
Minn.;  and president of the Wisconsin AssociaƟon of Princi-
pals of Catholic Secondary Schools. 
     In preparaƟon for the abbaƟal blessing, a coat of arms is 
being developed by the new abbot. At the formal blessing, 
most likely in June, Abbot Radecki receives his miter and 
crozier—symbols of authority and service.

InfanƟl. Es un Ɵempo que nos invita a conocer los problemas y los crímenes asociados con 
la agresión sexual y el abuso infanƟl. También es un Ɵempo para enfocarnos en cosas 
posiƟvas. ¿Cómo vamos a mostrar mas respeto el uno por el otro? Independientemente 
del sexo o la edad de las otras personas, todos merecen respeto. Nuestro Salvador y 

Mesías, Jesucristo, se enfoco en mostrarnos en el amor y el respeto mutuo que debemos aprender, 
demostrar y pracƟcar. 
      La semana pasada escribí sobre la evangelización, es decir, comparƟr a Jesucristo con los demás. Esto 
significa que debemos llegar a conocerlo y seguirlo. Mientras lo seguimos, aprendemos a orar y a adorarlo. 
Finalmente, querremos imitar a Jesús cuando nos encontremos con otros con quien comparƟremos. 
 Con respecto al abuso sexual y la prevención del abuso infanƟl, como seguidores de Jesús debemos 
recordar cómo Jesús respetó, cuidó y amo a los demás. Debemos observar el respeto que mostró por los 
vulnerables. Los vulnerables son más suscepƟbles a asalto, acoso, abuso e inƟmidación. 
 Para poder evangelizar eficazmente, la Diócesis de Green Bay nos está pidiendo que usemos el método 
"Descubrir, Seguir, Adorar y ComparƟr a Jesús". Debemos recordar que Jesús era real y auténƟco. Él vivió y 
se relacionó con los demás de manera normal. En cada relación, deseaba sanar, liberar, enseñar y sacar lo 
mejor de la otra. Él no los dominó. Por ejemplo, cuando sanó a los diez leprosos, les habló como personas 
que merecían ser sanados, no como personas a las cuales debemos rechazar. Él hizo lo mismo con la mujer 
con la hemorragia. Él tuvo un encuentro con ella y ella uno con el. Él la envió a ella como una mujer sana y 
llena de fe. Esto fue similar a la mujer que comeƟó adulterio. Él la vio como una persona que podía ser mejor 
y la envió como una mujer a la que no condenó, pero a la que instruyó a "no pecar más". Jesús muestra 
respeto, que es lo opuesto al asalto y al abuso.  
 Las parábolas de Jesús también son poderosas lecciones de respecto. El buen samaritano pertenece a un 
grupo del que los judíos desconfiaban. Aún así, nadie podía negar que el samaritano hizo un acto generoso al 
ayudar al hombre que había sido golpeado y asaltado. Además, el hijo pródigo no es condenado, sino 
recibido con amor y perdón. ¿Quién puede negar misericordia a su familia? 
¡Seamos crisƟanos auténƟcos al descubrir a Jesús y su poder para guiarnos hoy!
