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Megsage from Fr. Andy: Spring has begun! The month of May is upon us. The rain showers
(and snow!) of April bring the flowers of May — I hope!

I cannot forget the experience of a year ago and throughout the past year. In April-May
2020 we were facing some dark days as COVID-19 was causing great stress in our local area.
We were learning about “lock-down” and quarantines. We watched and heard news about Italy
and Spain being devastated by infections. New York City, too was being overwhelmed.

“Essential workers” at meat packing plants, canning factories, other food processing facilities, grocery
stores, hospitals, etc., here in Brown County and around the country, were becoming infected with the vi-
rus at an alarming rate. Our parish had some of the first funerals for deaths associated with the corona-
virus in Green Bay. In total we have had more than 20 coronavirus deaths of parishioners of St. Wil-
lebrord. About three quarters of the deaths were among our Hispanic sisters and brothers, and most of the
others in our community of elders. In one case, an elderly husband died, and as we waited for the wife to
recover from the virus in order to be present at her husband’s funeral, she too, died. We had a double fu-
neral for the husband and wife, married for more than 60 years.

During those late spring months, we learned how to respond to families who were in “COVID crisis.”
Sometimes both husband/father and wife/mother were sick and quarantined. The sick could not leave their
houses, apartments, and/or trailers for a couple of weeks. We took requests for food, cleaning supplies and
household products. We made lists and sent people shopping for them and then to deliver them. Often
they simply rang the doorbell and stepped away, greeting the sick persons from distance. Thankfully, so
many of those people in their 30’s, 40’s and 50’s recovered. But, their families and especially their chil-
dren, endured weeks of worry and uncertainty.

In that time we asked you for help. We received donations of food, cleaning supplies, masks, and
money. With those donations our parish community helped many families. We supplied 100’s of masks to
those who needed them. Parishioners have continued to make and donate masks to those who need them.

I conclude this article repeating my gratitude to all of you who have responded generously to the needs
of others. Such generosity is what we expect and need from people of faith. Stay attentive! The need for
you to be generous has not ended.

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VINES, BRANCHES, AND FRUIT

Few activities are as disappointing as cultivating garden plants, watering them, and ensuring that
they receive sunlight and nutrients, only to receive one or two vegetables or flowers to show for all
the effort. Jesus uses the metaphor of the vine and branches to describe how closely we are called
to remain with him—so close that we bear the fruit of his life and love in the way we live. When
we do this, Jesus says, we give glory to God the Father, which Jesus did perfectly through his life,
passion, death, and resurrection. Like plants that rely on the sun and nutrients from the soil, we rely
on the Lord Jesus through whom we can do all for which we are called. Without the Lord, we can
do nothing.

The story of the early Church that we hear from the Acts of the Apostles during the Easter season is
instructive and inspiring. We learn how the community grew in their understanding of what it means
to remain close to Jesus in the most challenging of situations. They lived in word and deed as Christ
had taught and bore the fruit of their faith in their daily decisions, in small ways and in dramatic
moments. Faced with Saul who had persecuted Christians and who presented himself as a disciple,
Barnabas risked believing Saul’s testimony. Through Barnabas, the community accepted Saul, with
increasing numbers of people being led to belief in Christ as a result. We too are called to live in
word and deed, taking to heart Christ’'s command to love one another, even when it is challenging to
do so. We may find inspiration in the way the early believers drew consolation from the Holy Spirit,
finding wisdom and strength to keep the commandments and do what pleases God.

No puedo olvidar la experiencia de hace un afio y durante todo el afio pasado. En abril-mayo de
2020 nos enfrentamos a algunos dias oscuros, ya que COVID-19 estaba causando gran estrés en
nuestra region. Estdbamos aprendiendo sobre "lock-down" y cuarentenas. Vimos y oimos noticias
sobre Italia y Espana devastadas por infecciones. La ciudad de Nueva York también estaba siendo abrumada.

Los "trabajadores esenciales" de las plantas empacadoras de carne, las fabricas de conservas, otras instala-
ciones de procesamiento de alimentos, las tiendas, los hospitales, etc., aqui en el condado de Brown y en todo
el pais, se estaban infectando con el virus a un ritmo alarmante. Nuestra parroquia tuvo algunos de los prime-
ros funerales por muertes asociadas con el coronavirus en Green Bay. En total hemos tenido més de 20 muer-
tes por coronavirus de feligreses de San Willebrord. Alrededor de tres cuartas partes de las muertes se dieron
entre nuestras hermanas y hermanos hispanos, y la mayoria de los demds en nuestra comunidad de ancianos.
En un caso, un marido anciano muri6, y mientras esperadbamos a que la esposa se recuperara del virus para
estar presente en el funeral de su marido, ella también muri6. Tuvimos un doble funeral para el marido y la
esposa, casados por mas de 60 afios.

Durante esos ultimos meses de primavera, aprendimos a responder a las familias que estaban en "crisis de
COVID". A veces tanto el marido/padre como la esposa/madre estaban enfermos y en cuarentena. Los enfer-
mos no pudieron salir de sus casas, apartamentos y/o su “casa-trailer” durante un par de semanas. Recibimos
pedidos de alimentos, articulos de limpieza y productos para el hogar. Hicimos listas y enviamos a la gente a
comprarlas y luego a entregarlas. A menudo simplemente sonaban el timbre y se alejaban, saludando a los en-
fermos desde la distancia. Afortunadamente, muchas de esas personas de entre 30, 40 y 50 afios se recupera-
ron. Pero sus familias y especialmente sus hijos soportaron semanas de preocupacion e incertidumbre.

En ese tiempo les pedimos ayuda. Recibimos donaciones de alimentos, articulos de limpieza, cubre bocas
y dinero. Con esas donaciones nuestra comunidad parroquial ayudé a muchas familias. Distribuimos cientos
de mascaras a quienes las necesitaban. Los feligreses han seguido fabricando y donando cubre bocas a quienes
las necesitan.

Concluyo este articulo repitiendo mi gratitud a todos ustedes que han respondido generosamente a las
necesidades de los demas. Esa generosidad es lo que esperamos y necesitamos de las personas de fe.
iManténganse atentos! La necesidad de que sean generosos no ha terminado.
