How is it possible to be pro-life, pro-birth, pro-woman, pro-family and
Catholic today?

In order to adhere to all of the above, we must begin by acknowledg-
ing God’s love as expressed through God’s compassion, fidelity, forgiveness,
mercy, and justice toward us. Because these principles are in God, they are also in us
who have been created in the image and likeness of God. We cannot be God, but we
can be like God. In fact, that is why Jesus became flesh. Jesus, the Christ, came to
show us what a human being is like when he or she obeys God, so that we might
imitate him.

To be truly pro-life and not just “anti-abortion,” we must acknowledge that ALL life is
valuable. The Catholic Church teaches that the taking of any life is a great tragedy.
Capital punishment (death penalty), war, and self-defense continue to present moral
dilemmas to many Christians. However, the Church teaches that capital punishment is
no longer a necessary form of punishment for crime, even murder. Also, in terms of
war, for centuries the Church has utilized a so-called “just war theory” whereby certain
criteria must be met before a war can be considered just. Sovereign nations are not
likely to have the same criteria, but have been known to consider the value of the
church’s moral teaching on war. The bar is very high. Rare is the just war. With regard
to self-defense, the one defending himself must not intend to kill the other, but only to
defend himself or other vulnerable ones. Death may occur, but it cannot be the first
intention. This is a difficult distinction to make in a moment of crisis. We do well to
consider our moral stance about life and defending life before we ever face such a
moment. If one has a violent first reaction to any perceived aggression, it will be
difficult to form a measured response in self-defense. Offering one’s life might be the
best response. Christ-centered people must think in Christ-like terms.

Finally, by the time a woman knows she is pregnant many decisions have been

made for which she and others must take responsibility. The promiscuity of men who
pursue women in order to engage in sexual relations is an inadequately unacknowl-
edged aspect of unexpected pregnancy. The Church teaches that sexual intercourse
is sacred. This act is intended for deep intimacy and unity, not as a reaction to a
feeling, nor as a way to be accepted by others. Given the fact that the woman may
become pregnant, sexual intercourse is to be reserved for the most blessed of
relationships, as in marriage. (More on this in the coming weeks)

Para cumplir con todo lo anterior, debemos comenzar por reconocer el amor de Dios
expresado a través de la compasion, fidelidad, perddn, misericordia y justicia de Dios hacia
nosotros. Debido a que estos principios estan en Dios, también estan en nosotros que
hemos sido creados a imagen y semejanza de Dios. No podemos ser Dios, pero podemos
vivir como Dios vivié. De hecho, es por eso que Jesus se hizo hombre. Jesucristo vino a
mostrarnos cémo debemos ser humanos obedeciendo a Dios, para que podamos imitarlo.

Para ser verdaderamente pro-vida y no solo "anti-aborto", debemos reconocer que
TODA la vida es valiosa. La Iglesia Catdlica ensefia que cualquier perdida de vida es una
gran tragedia. La pena capital (pena de muerte), la guerra y la autodefensa continuan
presentando dilemas morales para muchos cristianos. Sin embargo, la Iglesia ensefa que la
pena de muerte ya no es una forma necesaria de castigo para el crimen, incluso el
asesinato. Ademas, en términos de guerra, durante siglos la Iglesia ha utilizado la llamada
"teoria de la guerra justa", segun la cual ciertos criterios deben cumplirse antes de que una
guerra pueda considerarse justa. Es probable que las naciones soberanas no tengan los
mismos criterios, pero se sabe que consideran el valor de la ensefianza moral de la iglesia
sobre la guerra. El criterio es muy alto. Rara es la guerra justa. Con respecto a la
autodefensa, el que se defiende no debe intentar matar al otro, sino solo defenderse a si
mismo o a otras personas vulnerables. La muerte puede ocurrir, pero no puede ser la
primera intencion. Esta es una distincion dificil de hacer en un momento de crisis. Hacemos
bien en considerar nuestra postura moral sobre la vida y la defensa de la vida antes de que
enfrentemos un momento asi. Si uno tiene una primera reacciéon violenta ante cualquier
agresion percibida, sera dificil formar una respuesta medida en defensa propia. Ofrecer la
vida de uno puede ser la mejor respuesta. Las personas centradas en Cristo deben pensar
en términos semejantes a Cristo.

Finalmente, cuando una mujer sabe que esta embarazada, se han tomado muchas
decisiones por las que ella y otras personas deben asumir la responsabilidad. La
promiscuidad de los hombres que persiguen a las mujeres para entablar relaciones
sexuales es un aspecto inadecuado del embarazo inesperado. La Iglesia ensefa que las
relaciones sexuales son sagradas. Este acto esta destinado a una profunda intimidad y
unién, no como una reaccion a un sentimiento, ni como una forma de ser aceptado por
otros. Dado que la mujer puede quedar embarazada, las relaciones sexuales deben
reservarse para las relaciones mas bendecidas, como en el matrimonio.
