Message from Fr. Andy: Happy Easter! 1 would like to repeat a couple of things that I
wrote after the tragic killing of students and teachers in Texas on May 24", Firstly I wrote, “I
pray that God may be with the people of Uvalde, Texas, and all those who have been trauma-
tized again by a senseless shooting. In fact, God is there! God is in the shared compassion between
people, in the loving comfort offered to the grieving, and in the hope for a better world.” At the end of
my reflection I added, “God has been, is now, and will be with the people of Uvalde, Texas; Buffalo,
New York; and every other place that God’s creatures live. God will be with us through it all. The
challenge for “us” is to recognize that there is only “US” and there is no “THEM” in God’s eyes.”

We are never separated from God’s love. St. Paul writes in his letter to the Romans, “For [ am
convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor present things, nor future
things, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature will be able to separate us from the
love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord, (8:38-39). This teaching indicates the greatness of the message
of Christ. The presence of the God-man on earth, in history, is the great reminder of God’s intimate
nearness to us. In these final days of the Easter season, the scriptures the church has chosen repeat the
themes of oneness in God, and between God and humanity.

Because of that unity in God and with us, we must seek unity among ourselves as the human race.
To our own injury, we allow “difference” to be an obstacle in human relations. It must not be so, or
we will end up in complete disarray, chaos, and even violence. THANKFULLY, EACH OF US IS
UNIQUE! Regularly, I remind the congregation in my preaching about that truth. We are beloved,
uniquely, by God. We love others, uniquely, as we are. We are not all “the same” but we are all equal
in God’s eyes. Why then do we seek to make “difference” to be so important? Our equality is the
most important!

Parents and other adults, we must teach the children not to let a difference to become the reason
for separation, or bullying, or other kinds of harassment. If we adults tease, laugh at, and criticize oth-
ers because of the differences we think we notice, our children will learn quickly to do the same. Jesus
teaches us another way. He welcomes the different ones like sinners, lepers, shepherds, women of bad
reputation, tax collectors, the thief on the cross, etc. “Outsiders” are key persons in his life and teach-
ings, e.g. the Magi, the Samaritan and the prodigal son. Let us celebrate our uniqueness as God’s be-

loved children.
Jesus is Risen, Alleluia!

del tragico asesinato de estudiantes y maestros en Texas el 24 de Mayo. En primer lugar, escribi:

Dios estara con no-
sotros a través de todo. El desafio para "nosotros" es reconocer que solo hay "NOSOTROS" y que no hay
"ELLOS" ante los ojos de Dios.

Nunca estamos separados del amor de Dios. San Pablo escribe en su carta a los Romanos, "Yo sé que ni la
muerte ni la vida, ni los angeles ni las fuerzas del universo, ni el presente ni el futuro, ni las fuerzas espiritua-
les, ya sean del cielo o de los abismos, ni ninguna otra criatura podran apartarnos del amor de Dios, manifesta-
do en Cristo Jesus, nuestro Sefior," (8,38-39). Estos versiculos indican la grandeza del mensaje de Cristo. La
presencia del Dios-hombre en la tierra, en la historia, es el gran recordatorio de la intima cercania de Dios ha-
cia nosotros. En estos ultimos dias de la temporada de Pascua, las Escrituras que la iglesia ha elegido repiten
los temas de la unidad en Dios, y entre Dios y la humanidad.

Debido a esa unidad en Dios y entre nosotros, debemos buscar la unidad entre nosotros como raza huma-
na. Para nuestro propio dafio, permitimos que la "diferencia" sea un obstaculo en las relaciones humanas. No
debe ser asi, o terminaremos en completo desorden, caos e incluso violencia. ]AFORTUNADAMENTE,
CADA UNO DE NOSOTROS ES UNICO! Regularmente, le recuerdo a la congregacion en mi predicacion
acerca de esa verdad. Somos amados, nicamente, por Dios. Amamos a los demds, de manera nica, como
somos. No todos somos "idénticos", pero todos somos iguales ante los ojos de Dios. ;Por qué entonces busca-
mos hacer la "diferencia" para ser tan importantes? ;Nuestra igualdad es lo mas importante!

Padres y otros adultos, debemos ensefiar a los nifios a no dejar que una diferencia se convierta en la razoén
de la separacion, o la intimidacion, u otros tipos de acoso. Si los adultos nos burlamos, nos reimos y critica-
mos a los demas debido a las diferencias que creemos que notamos, nuestros hijos aprenderan rapidamente a
hacer lo mismo. Jesus nos ensefia de otra manera. Da la bienvenida a los diferentes como pecadores, leprosos,
pastores, mujeres de mala reputacion, publicanos, el ladron en la cruz, etc. Los "forasteros" son personas cla-
ves en su vida y ensefianzas, por ejemplo, los Reyes Magos, el samaritano y el hijo prodigo. Celebremos nues-
tra singularidad como hijos amados de Dios.
