We have the
Holy Spirit who binds us and joins us together into one
as God’s family. There is no “difference” that can be
more than that unity. Come Holy Spirit, come! Bring us
more of God’s love and unity!

‘Home Missions” is the name for dioceses and
parishes in the United States, including its territories
and former territories, which cannot provide basic
pastoral services to Catholics without outside help.
Basic pastoral services include Mass and sacra-
ments, religious education, and ministry training for
priests, deacons, religious sisters and lay people.

For many decades, the Church in the United States
has sent missionaries overseas to serve the people
of Latin America, Africa, Asia, and Oceania. The
home missions are dioceses and parishes here in
the United States that need the same kind of
support.

Where are the home missions?

Surprisingly, the Catholic Church is poorly estab-
lished in many parts of our country, especially Appa-
lachia, the South, the Southwest along the Mexican
border, the Rocky Mountain States, Alaska, Puerto
Rico and the Virgin Islands, and remote island
chains like the Marshalls and the Carolines in the
Pacific. Generally speaking, the home missions are
everywhere that Catholics are few and the Church is
fragile.
