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__ | Another Trip to Peru...

” Early Monday morning, the 28" of June, 7:30 am, after the second
week of “Mission Preaching” here in Green Bay I boarded an airplane
for the trip to Lima, Peru. It was a long flight. Two face masks, a plas-
tic face shield like welder uses, full plane all the way. Only snack food
served. After customs and immigration, I walked out into the cold,
rainy, early morning, at 3:00 a.m. The director of the patient house in
Lima met me and led me to the waiting cab. Hot coffee, 2 hours of
sleep, and off we went to see the Bishop of the Vicariato San Jose del
Amazonas. He was staying in a high school faculty house of his order,
the Spanish Claretians. We spoke of the Pandemic and the tragic deaths of 23 doctors in the government hos-
pital in Iquitos. Another priest doctor, Padre Raymundo, native of the Island of Malta and founder of a hospice
for dying HIV patients, and the bishop worked together with community groups, led a rally and parade and
raised funds for the purchase of oxygen generators for the hospitals in Iquitos and in Sta. Clotilde. They both
were rewarded for their efforts by a call from the Gobernador of Loreto, the region in which Iquitos is located.
He advised them sternly against any other excursions into political action. The Bishop answered the Goberna-
dor directly saying, the church has been doing medicine since 1954 on the Napo River and is happy to collabo-
rate with other needs.

Later that day I began the work of clearing the deed for our patient house in Lima. The “Registro Publico”
is a large bureaucratic building in the center of Lima. We stood in a line which wrapped around the whole
block, in the rain and cold only to be told after an hour that they were closed for the day.

That evening, Dr. Brian Medernach, the President of PANGO, the executive board for the hospital in Sta.
Clotilde, called a meeting with our administrator in Lima, the patient advocate and maintenance man. Three
hours of productive conversation left us assured that we could continue to offer housing and accompaniment to
patients from Sta. Clotilde and other parts of the vicariate who are referred to specialty hospitals in Lima.

That need is great!

The following day, Brian and I travelled to Iquitos, visited the Colegio Médico del Perti Regional office in
Iquitos. The entrance of the building has a display of the photos of the 23 doctors who died during the early
days of the Pandemic. The “New” Hospital Iquitos has been under construction for more than 5 years. Con-
struction often halted for lack of funds. Only a shell is seen. NO equipment has been purchased.

The following day we travelled from Iquitos, by water, to Sta. Clotilde, up the Napo River where we were
greeted by the whole staff of the hospital, faculty of the high school, friends and neighbors. A heartwarming
reception followed by a good meal of fried fish and fruit. The following days were filled with conversations
with patients, doctors, nurses, nurses’ aides, pharmacists, maintenance personnel, river pilots and caretakers of
the boats and motors that allow us to reach out to the 110 communities.

The physician staff is led by a retired, Spanish Obstetrician whose medical knowledge is wide and deep.
He cares personally for patients and accompanies the young doctors with his confidence and continual availa-
bility whenever help is needed. His teaching around patients. Nurses are confident when he leads the
“rounds”. His leadership is genuine, personal, and well founded on his studies and experience. Patients are
treated with respect and expertise. The hospital is clean, the kitchen is pleasant and meals are well prepared
with local foods...no can goods. There are three new nursing Sisters from a prominent hospital in Lima, the
“Clinica Tessa”. That hospital also sponsors a nursing school and soon nursing students will be incorporated
in Sta. Clotilde.

The final day was centered on a personal interviews and observation of the daily reception of new patients
and the care of inpatients. A final meeting with the whole staff was very encouraging. There is a general feel-
ing of confidence and pride in the Centro de Salud de Sta. Clotilde. The personal welcome and personal care
allows indigenous peoples to feel welcome and confidence in their care.

Many new ideas for improvement, such as new recruiting for young doctors were identified. Three young
doctors serve within the Sta. Clotilde system of a central hospital and 15 outlying smaller clinics, all of which
are now able to communicate by a dedicated Wi-Fi system installed by and cared for by the Catholic Universi-
ty of Lima engineers.

We returned tired, confident, and deeply appreciative for the opportunity to renew direct contact with the
staff, the local community and the Vicariate. The days ahead seem brighter.

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We are 2 months away from the start of a new
Faith Formation course. Again, I invite you to regis-
ter your child. Besides having sacramental prep clas-
ses we also offer classes for those who have already
received first communion. These classes are offered
to keep educating our kids and young people about
our Faith.

Remember that to be able to receive first com-
munion or confirmation; your child needs 2 years of
faith formation. For confirmation, your child needs
to be enrolled when he or she is going to enter 10th
or 11th grade.

Temprano en la mafiana del lunes 28 de junio a las 7:30 am,
después de la segunda semana de “Predicacion misionera” aqui en
Green Bay, abordé un avion para el viaje a Lima, Pera. Fue un
vuelo largo. Use dos mascarillas, un protector facial de pléstico
como el que usa un soldador, durante todo el vuelo. Solo sirvieron
bocadillos. Después de la aduana y la revision de inmigracion, sali
al frio, lluvioso, temprano en la mafiana, a las 3:00 a.m. El admi-
nistrador de la casa de pacientes en Lima me recibi6 y me llevo a
tomar un taxi que me esperaba. Una vez en la casa tomé café
caliente, dormi 2 horas, y me prepare para ver al Monsefior del
Vicariato de San José del Amazonas. El estaba en la casa de
profesores de secundaria de su orden, los claretianos espafioles.
Hablamos de la Pandemia y la tragica muerte de 23 médicos en el
hospital gubernamental de Iquitos. Otro sacerdote médico, el padre Raymundo, originario de la isla de Malta y fundador
de un hospicio para pacientes moribundos con VIH, y el obispo trabajaron en conjunto con grupos comunitarios, encabe-
zaron una manifestacion y desfile para recaudar fondos para la compra de
generadores de oxigeno para los hospitales de Iquitos y en Sta. Clotilde. Ambos fueron recompensados por sus esfuerzos
con una llamada del Gobernador de Loreto, region en la que se encuentra Iquitos. Les recomendo severamente que no se
lanzaran a la accion politica. El obispo respondi6 directamente al Gobernador diciendo que la iglesia ha estado practi-
cando medicina desde 1954 en el rio Napo y esta feliz de colaborar con otras necesidades.

Mas tarde, ese mismo dia, comencé a trabajar con las escrituras de nuestra casa de pacientes en Lima para poder
transferirla a la diocesis local. El "Registro Publico" es un gran edificio burocratico en el centro de Lima. Nos paramos
en una fila que daba la vuelta a toda la cuadra, bajo la lluvia y el frio solo para que nos dijeran después de una hora que
estaban cerrados por el resto del dia.

Esa noche, el Dr. Brian Medernach, presidente de PANGO, llamo una junta ejecutiva del hospital de Sta. Clotilde,
convocd una reunion con nuestro administrador en Lima, el intercesor de pacientes y el encargado de mantenimiento.
Tres horas de conversacion productiva nos dejaron seguros de que podriamos seguir ofreciendo alojamiento y acompa-
flamiento a los pacientes de Sta. Clotilde y otras partes del vicariato quienes son referidos a hospitales especializados en
Lima. jEsa necesidad es muy grande!

Al dia siguiente, Brian y yo viajamos a Iquitos, visitamos la oficina regional del Colegio Médico del Peru en Iquitos.
En la entrada del edificio se exhiben las fotos de los 23 médicos que fallecieron durante los primeros dias de la Pande-
mia. El “Nuevo” Hospital de Iquitos ha estado en construccion por mas de 5 afios. La construccion a menudo se detiene
por falta de fondos. Solo se ve un esqueleto de madera. NO se ha comprado ningtn tipo de equipo médico.

Al dia siguiente viajamos desde Iquitos, por agua, hasta Sta. Clotilde, rio arriba del Napo donde fuimos recibidos por
todo el personal del hospital, profesorado del bachillerato, amigos y vecinos. Una calida recepcion seguida de una buena
comida a base de pescado frito y fruta. Los siguientes dias estuvieron llenos de conversaciones con pacientes, médicos,
enfermeras, auxiliares de enfermeria, farmacéuticos, personal de mantenimiento, pilotos de rio y cuidadores de los botes
y motores que nos permiten llegar a las 110 comunidades.

El personal médico esté dirigido por un obstetra espafiol jubilado cuyo conocimiento médico es amplio y profundo.
Cuida personalmente a los pacientes y acompaiia a los médicos jovenes con su confianza y disponibilidad continua
siempre que se necesita ayuda. El les ensefia mientras estan tratando a los pacientes. Las enfermeras tienen confianza
cuando lidera las "rondas". Su liderazgo es genuino, personal y bien fundamentado en sus estudios y experiencia. Los
pacientes son tratados con respeto y experiencia. El hospital esta limpio, la cocina es agradable y las comidas estan bien
preparadas con alimentos locales ... no hay productos enlatados. Hay tres nuevas Hermanas de enfermeria de un destaca-
do hospital de Lima, la “Clinica Tessa”. Ese hospital también patrocina una escuela de enfermeria y pronto los estudian-
tes de enfermeria se incorporaran a Sta. Clotilde.

El ultimo dia se centrd en entrevistas personales y observacion de la recepcion diaria de nuevos pacientes y la
atencion de los pacientes hospitalizados. Una reunion final con todo el personal fue muy alentadora. Existe un
sentimiento general de confianza y orgullo en el Centro de Salud de Sta. Clotilde. La bienvenida calurosa y el cuidado
personal permiten que los pueblos indigenas se sientan bienvenidos y confien en su cuidado.

Se identificaron muchas ideas nuevas para mejorar, como la contratacion de nuevos médicos jovenes. Tres médicos
jovenes sirven dentro del sistema de Sta. Clotilde en el hospital central y 15 clinicas mas pequenas periféricas, todas las
cuales ahora pueden comunicarse mediante un sistema Wi-Fi especialmente dedicado, instalado y cuidado por el inge-
niero Leo Lifan, de la Universidad Catoélica de Lima.

Regresamos cansados, pero confiados y profundamente agradecidos por la oportunidad de renovar el contacto
directo con el personal, la comunidad local y el Vicariato. Los dias venideros parecen mas brillantes.
