‘M tained tremendous patience both in trying to stay engaged with his opponents as
well as giving them time for conversion. Jesus is our model.

In society as a whole as well as in church and politics, the aforementioned demonization
has occurred continually through the centuries. And, it has always been wrong! The dynamic
of belittling those with whom one disagrees persists, especially in relation to current “hot
button” issues. For example, anti-abortion people and pro-choice persons have looked at
each other as the epitome of evil. In another case, pro-gun people and those who want to
limit gun purchases and seek evaluations of a person’s mental health before allowing gun
purchases have viewed each other as morally wrong or unpatriotic or worse. Additionally,
capital punishment has often brought polar opposites to conflict and demonization. And as |
pointed out in the previous article, public debates about immigration have resulted in immi-
grants being referred to in derogatory terms and treated inhumanely.

No bad behavior of the past may be used as an excuse for present bad behavior. Using
dehumanizing language about the other was wrong in Jesus’ time. It is still wrong today.
NOW is the only time in which we are called to act. NOW is the time we have. We cannot
change the past and the future is not guaranteed.

Pope Francis shared a message at a special Mass for asylum seekers, refugees and mi-
grants earlier this year saying that while fear was an understandable human response to im-
migration, it should not lead to anger and rejection: "Local communities are sometimes afraid
that the newly arrived will disturb the established order, will 'steal' something they have long
labored to build up... [while the newly arrived] are afraid of confrontation, judgment, discrimi-
nation, failure. Having doubts and fears is not a sin," the pope continued. "The sin is to allow
these fears to determine our responses, to limit our choices, to compromise respect and
generosity, to feed hostility and rejection.” (Homily of the Pope from the Mass for the World
Day of the Migrant and Refugee)

En la sociedad, asi como en la iglesia y la politica, la demonizacion antes mencionada ha ocurrido
continuamente a través de los siglos. Y, siempre ha estado mal! La dinamica de menospreciar a aquellos
con los que uno no estd de acuerdo persiste, especialmente en relacién con temas que "presionan los
botones” de algunas personas al hablar de ciertos problemas. Por ejemplo, las personas pro-vida y las
personas pro-eleccion (pro-choice) se consideran el uno al otro como el epitome del mal. En otro caso,
las personas a favor de las armas y aquellas que desean limitar las compras de armas y solicitar
evaluaciones de la salud mental de una persona antes de permitir las compras de armas se han visto como
moralmente incorrectas, antipatridticas o algo peor. Ademas, la pena capital a menudo ha traido polos
opuestos al conflicto y la demonizacién. Y como sefialé en el articulo anterior, los debates publicos sobre
inmigracion han dado lugar a que los inmigrantes sean referidos en términos despectivos y tratados de
manera inhumana.

Ningun mal comportamiento del pasado puede usarse como excusa para el mal comportamiento
presente. Usar un lenguaje deshumanizante sobre nuestro projimo estuvo mal en el tiempo de Jesus, y
todavia estd mal hoy en dia. AHORA es el inico momento en el que estamos llamados a actuar. AHORA
es el tiempo que tenemos. No podemos cambiar el pasado y el futuro no esta garantizado.

El Papa Francisco compartié un mensaje en una misa especial para personas que necesitan asilo, los
refugiados y migrantes a principios de este aflo, diciendo que si bien el temor era una respuesta humana
comprensible a la inmigracion, no deberia llevar a la ira y el rechazo: “Las comunidades locales, a veces,
temen que los recién llegados perturben el orden establecido, “roben” algo que se ha construido con tanto
esfuerzo. Incluso los recién llegados tienen miedos: temen la confrontacion, el juicio, la discriminacion,
el fracaso...Tener dudas y temores no es un pecado. El pecado es dejar que estos miedos determinen
nuestras respuestas, condicionen nuestras elecciones, comprometan el respeto y la generosidad,
alimenten el odio y el rechazo.”
