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S Mesgsage from Fr.Andy: Last week I wrote about teenagers, young people, and

# my experience of their faith and attitudes. That age group has always presented challeng-
es to their parents and older adults. Teens and young adults are experimenting, growing,
innovating, thinking, and building upon the previous generation’s thought and work. At
times, they are making mistakes and becoming involved in unhealthy and unhelpful ac-
tivities and relationships. The mistakes are what give us old people gray hair, but the
younger generation has always done this.

These young persons must live, try, succeed, and fail as every other generation
has done before. Still, the rest of us must be present to them in helpful and supportive ways. Helping them
does not mean that we will agree with everything that they do or think. At the same time, we must look
for proper and respectful ways to share our disagreements and opinions. Sometimes, even often, we must
hold our thoughts to ourselves and allow the young person to live and learn. Of course, we must be good
examples of love, generosity, compassion, and care in the way of Christ himself.

We must be involved in the lives of teenagers and affirm their personal and individual value, rejoice in
the equality of males and females, celebrate their differences, and show them the respect each person de-
serves. We must teach them how not to be sexist (one sex is not better than the other), or misogynist
(women haters), or misanthropic (men haters), or homophobic (fearing homosexuality), or xenophobic
(fear of strangers or “foreigners”), etc. These kinds of hatred and fear have caused great harm in the histo-
ry of humankind. As a society, and as a world community, we must do better than previous generations.
As a Catholic Christian community, we must do better and build upon the lessons of earlier generations.

A key question that we all must face in Christ-like ways is how will we love and respect in this con-
temporary world? The Church and society as a whole are learning to find ways to respect and love those
who inform the world that they are sexually attracted to others in diverse ways. The Church’s teachings on
living sexually chaste lives apply to everyone, and the commandment to love one’s neighbor as yourself
applies, always and everywhere. The Catechism of the Catholic Church on homosexuality teaches: “Such
persons must be accepted with respect and sensitivity. Every sign of unjust discrimination in their regard
should be avoided.” (n. 2358).

We live in a world that is discovering newness, even as we can say “there is nothing new under the
sun.” The “newness” we discover has already been present. The new is that we have greater love, respect,
and acceptance of the diversity of God’s creatures, including our brother and sisters in the human race.

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Mengaje del P. Andy: 1.a semana pasada escribi sobre adolescentes, jovenes y lo que se refe-
rente a su fe y actitudes. Ese grupo de jovenes siempre ha presentado desafios para sus padres y
adultos mayores. Los adolescentes y adultos jovenes estan experimentando, creciendo, innovan-
do, pensando y construyendo sobre el pensamiento y el trabajo de la generacion anterior. A
veces, estan cometiendo errores e involucrandose en actividades y relaciones poco saludables e
inutiles. Los errores son los que nos sacan canas a las personas mayores, pero la generacion mas
joven siempre lo ha hecho.

Estos jovenes deben vivir, experimentar, tener éxito y fallar como cualquier otra generacion lo ha hecho
antes. Aun asi, el resto de nosotros debemos estar presentes para ellos de manera util y para apoyarlos. Ayu-
darlos no significa que estaremos de acuerdo con todo lo que hacen o piensan. Al mismo tiempo, debemos
buscar formas adecuadas y respetuosas de compartir nuestros desacuerdos y opiniones. A veces, incluso a
menudo, debemos mantener nuestros pensamientos para nosotros mismos y permitir que el joven viva y
aprenda. Por supuesto, debemos ser buenos ejemplos de amor, generosidad, compasion y cuidado siquiendo el
camino de Cristo.

Debemos involucrarnos en la vida de los adolescentes y afirmar su valor personal e individual, regocijar-
nos en la igualdad de hombres y mujeres, celebrar sus diferencias y mostrarles el respeto que cada persona
merece. Debemos ensenarles como no ser sexistas (un sexo no es mejor que el otro), o miségino (odiadores de
mujeres), o misantropos (odiadores de hombres), o0 homofobicos (temer a la homosexualidad), o xen6fobos
(miedo a extrafios o "extranjeros"), etc. Este tipo de odio y miedo han causado un gran dafio en la historia de
la humanidad. Como sociedad y como comunidad mundial, debemos hacerlo mejor que las generaciones ante-
riores. Como comunidad cristiana catdlica, debemos hacerlo mejor y edificar sobre las lecciones de las genera-
ciones anteriores.

Una pregunta clave que todos debemos enfrentar de manera similar a Cristo es ;como amaremos y respeta-
remos en este mundo contemporaneo? La Iglesia y la sociedad en su conjunto estan aprendiendo a encontrar
formas de respetar y amar a aquellos que informan al mundo que se sienten atraidos sexualmente por los de-
mas de diversas maneras. Las ensefianzas de la Iglesia sobre vivir vidas sexualmente castas se aplican a todos,
y el mandamiento de amar al pr6jimo como a uno mismo se aplica, siempre y en todas partes. El Catecismo de
la Iglesia Catolica sobre la homosexualidad ensefia: "Deben ser acogidos con respeto, compasion y delicadeza.
Se evitard, respecto a ellos, todo signo de discriminacion injusta,” (n. 2358).

Vivimos en un mundo que esta descubriendo novedad, incluso cuando podemos decir "no hay nada nuevo
bajo el sol". La "novedad" que descubrimos ya ha estado presente. Lo nuevo es que tenemos mayor amor,
respeto y aceptacion de la diversidad de las criaturas de Dios, incluyendo a nuestros hermanos y hermanas en
la raza humana.
