From the Pagtor.

| A documentary | watched recently

— showed the environmental damage
of plastic and other toxic waste that
is floating in the oceans. A family
dedicated to science and the envi-
ronment traveled 1,500 miles in order to arrive at a
place where ocean currents gather the garbage.
These natural calm spots in the ocean are called
gyres. An ocean gyre is a system of circular ocean
currents formed by the Earth’s wind patterns and
the forces created by the rotation of the planet (from
National Geographic webpage).

On their journey to the location they found vari-
ous kinds of garbage floating on the ocean. But,
when they arrived at the gyre they began to strain
the water in order to filter out the garbage. The plas-
tic was not always easily visible. The composition
had changed. Now the plastic was at times like a
gelatin, sometimes stringy, sometimes in large and
small globs. They found bottle caps and other plas-
tic containers, but mostly the plastic was not identifi-
able.

The scientists on the documentary explained
that while the plastic changes composition, it does
not go away or return to a harmless state. Instead, it
becomes something that fish and ocean life ingest
as they swim in it. It clings to the ocean creatures,
or it becomes part of them after they consume it.
This ingested plastic becomes part of the food
chain, all the way up to humans who consume the
fish, or shrimp, or dolphins.

I admit | was surprised that when they arrived at
the gyre that they did not find a huge Texas-sized
mass of garbage and plastics. | did not realize how
the plastic changed its form to become even more
dangerous. A fish will not eat a plastic bottle, but it
does try to filter water that is full of toxic plastic poly-
mers.

Many of you know that | have made a commit-
ment to avoid consuming water from plastic bottles.
| know that my choice does not change the amount
of plastic garbage very much, but | have the chance
to think about alternatives to plastic. | can be a wit-
ness to another way of consuming to those who
have not thought about their choices. | can raise
awareness that our choices to consume and drink
have consequences, even moral consequences.
Please become aware and choose carefully!

Maengaje de Nuegtro Parroco:
Recientemente vi un documental que
= hablaba de el dafio ambiental de plastico
y otros residuos toxicos que estan
flotando en los océanos. Una familia
dedicada a la ciencia y al medio ambiente viajé 1.500
millas para llegar a un lugar donde las corrientes
ocednicas recogen la basura. Estos lugares tranquilos
por naturaleza que estan en el océano se llaman
giros. Un giro ocednico es un sistema de corrientes
oceanicas circulares formado por los patrones de
viento de la Tierra y las fuerzas creadas por la
rotacion del planeta (de la pagina web de National
Geographic).

En su viaje a la ubicacién de los giros
encontraron varios tipos de basura flotando en el
océano. Cuando llegaron al giro, comenzaron a filtrar
el agua para remover la basura. El plastico no
siempre era facilmente visible. La composicién habia
cambiado. Ahora el plastico era a veces como una
gelatina, a veces fibrosa, a veces en bolas de masas
semiliquidas grandes y pequeias. Encontraron tapas
de botellas y otros recipientes de plastico, pero sobre
todo el plastico no era identificable.

Los cientificos del documental explicaron que
mientras el plastico cambia de composicidn, no
desaparece o regresa a un estado no dafiino para el
planeta. En cambio, se convierte en algo que los peces
y la vida del océano ingieren como nadan en ella. Se
pega a la piel de las criaturas del océano, o se
convierte en parte de ellos después de que lo
consumen. Este plastico ingerido se convierte en
parte de la cadena alimenticia, alcanza a los seres
humanos que consumen el pescado, camarones, o
delfines.

Admito que me sorprendié que cuando
llegaron al giro no encontraron una enorme masa del
tamafo de Texas de basura y plasticos. No me di
cuenta de como el plastico cambio su forma de
convertirse en aun mas peligroso. Un pescado no
come una botella de plastico, pero si intenta filtrar el
agua que esta llena de polimeros plasticos toxicos.

Muchos de ustedes saben que me he
comprometido a evitar el consumo de agua de las
botellas de plastico. Sé que mi elecciéon no cambia
mucho la cantidad de basura de plastico, pero tengo
la oportunidad de pensar en alternativas en vez de
escoger usar plastico. Puedo ser testigo de otra
manera de consumir a aquellos que no han pensado
en sus opciones. Puedo crear conciencia de que
nuestras elecciones para consumir y beber tienen
consecuencias, incluso consecuencias morales.

Por favor tome conciencia y elija con cuidado!
