& both Domestic Violence Awareness

* Month and Respect Life Month. In both
areas, which are very deeply connected,
we have much work to do. We must
come to deeper awareness of the
damage done by our failures to respect
life. We also must learn to end family violence and
to seek peace. God has created us out of love, and
given us life and love to share with others.

It is important to strengthen families and help
young and not so young adults to cherish their love
for one another as a gift from God. Love is a special
gift. It is not to be manipulated or misused. Love is
not expressed by violent words or actions. There is
no right to be violent, or envious, or possessive of
one’s spouse or loved one. Many abusers in cases of
domestic violence attempt to justify their actions by
saying that the other “deserved” the abuse. This is
unhuman and un-Christian to think and act this way.

The violence in abusive relationships is not nor-
mal. Persons have learned this abnormal behavior.
Since such behavior is learned, it can be unlearned,
or be replaced with a more respectful way of think-
ing and relating. This is what is meant when we say,
“we must end the cycle of violence.” We are saying
that we must teach and learn new ways to face
conflict and differences of opinion. Violence is never
justified!

Unfortunately, we have a problem in the U.S.
and in the world. Did you know that homicide is the
leading cause of death in the U.S. among pregnant
women and for those who recently gave birth?
Researchers found that U.S. women who are preg-
nant, or were pregnant in the within the previous six
weeks (the post-partum period), die by homicide at
more than twice the rate than they die of bleeding or
placental disorders — the leading causes of what are
usually classified as pregnancy-related deaths. We
have a problem with respecting life in this country
and in the world!

If we are going to change attitudes and beliefs
about the sanctity of life, of course, we must speak
of the manipulation, threats of violence, and the
immature understandings of sexual relationships and
their consequences. What are the root causes that
people cite for seeking abortions? We must end this
“cycle” of poor decision-making. In the changes to
the abortion laws in the U.S., we have not adequately
addressed the root issues surrounding unexpected
and so-called “unwanted” pregnancy.

May we obey the God of life!

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Mensaje de P. Andy: Octubre es el Mes de Concientizacion sobre la Violencia Doméstica y el
Mes del Respeto a la Vida. En ambas areas, que estan muy profundamente conectadas, tenemos
mucho trabajo por hacer. Debemos llegar a una conciencia mas profunda del dafio causado por
nuestras fallas en el respeto de la vida. También debemos aprender a poner fin a la violencia fami-
liar y a buscar la paz. Dios nos ha creado por amor, y nos ha dado vida y amor para compartir con
los demas.

Es importante fortalecer a las familias y ayudar a los jovenes y a los adultos no tan jovenes a apreciar su
amor mutuo como un regalo de Dios. El amor es un regalo especial. No debe ser manipulado o mal utilizado.
El amor no se expresa con palabras o acciones violentas. No hay derecho a ser violento, o envidioso, o posesi-
vo de uno de los conyuges o seres queridos. Muchos abusadores en casos de violencia doméstica intentan jus-
tificar sus acciones diciendo que el otro "merecia" el abuso. Es inhumano y anticristiano pensar y actuar de
esta manera.

La violencia en las relaciones abusivas no es normal. Las personas han aprendido este comportamiento
anormal. Dado que tal comportamiento se aprende, puede ser desaprendido, o ser reemplazado por una forma
mas respetuosa de pensar y relacionarse. Esto es lo que se quiere decir cuando decimos: "debemos poner fin al
ciclo de violencia". Estamos diciendo que debemos ensefiar y aprender nuevas formas de enfrentar el conflic-
to y las diferencias de opinion. jLa violencia nunca esté justificada!

Desafortunadamente, tenemos un problema en los Estados Unidos y en el mundo. ;Sabias que el homici-
dio es la principal causa de muerte en los Estados Unidos entre las mujeres embarazadas y para las que dieron
a luz recientemente? Los investigadores encontraron que las mujeres estadounidenses que estan embarazadas,
o0 que estuvieron embarazadas en las seis semanas anteriores (el periodo posparto), mueren por homicidio a
mas del doble de la tasa de la que mueren de sangrado o trastornos placentarios, las principales causas de lo
que generalmente se clasifican como muertes relacionadas con el embarazo. jTenemos un problema con el
respeto a la vida en este pais y en el mundo!

Si vamos a cambiar actitudes y creencias sobre la santidad de la vida, por supuesto, debemos hablar de la
manipulacion, las amenazas de violencia y la comprension inmadura de las relaciones sexuales y sus conse-
cuencias. /Cuales son las causas fundamentales que las personas citan para buscar abortos?
