@ and prayer are full of gestures, postures,
2 and ritual movements. Dipping our fin-
gers in the holy water font, blessing our-
selves as we remember our baptism “in
the name of the Father, the Son, and Holy
Spirit,” and genuflecting or bowing as we
enter our pew or pass the Sanctuary, altar and tabernac-
le — all of these are important reminders of who we are,
and where we are.

Additionally, we stand, sit, kneel, and bow from
the waist, or bow our heads at different moments in the
celebration of the Eucharist. We make small crosses on
our forehead, lips, and heart as we prepare to listen to
the Gospel, asking, “may the words of the Gospel be
on my mind, on my lips, and in my heart." The prayer
is not explicitly required of the congregation, but the
sense of the gesture is similar to the words prayed by a
priest or deacon who proclaims the Gospel.

During the profession of the Nicene or Apostles’
Creed, we bow in honor to the Incarnation of the Son
of God when we say of Jesus, “who was conceived of
the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary.” For
many years the congregation was instructed to bow for
these words only during the Christmas season, but with
liturgical changes introduced in 2011, we have been
instructed to bow at the above words every time we
profess our faith.

During COVID restrictions, we stopped sharing the
Sign of Peace with a handshake. Many people have
resumed that practice, but others have adopted other
gestures like a small bow toward others with hands
folded in reverence. I adopted the practice of using the
American Sign Language for “peace be with you.” You
see me do it at every Mass at which I preside. I place
my hands together in front of me, then rotate the hands
and extend them out to the side. It is my preferred way
for extending a sign of peace to someone who sees me
from afar. Others will use the universal sign of the “V”
with two fingers, while others use a wave, a smile, or
other appropriate gestures in order to say “peace” to
their neighbor.

I think that is important to teach the children, at the
youngest age possible, how to do the above gestures
and assume the appropriate postures at the right time.
If a child is able to kneel and see above the pew, s/he
should be taught and required to assume that posture
with his parents. Many children are allowed to sit in
the pew and play with toys, books, or to eat snacks. At
the earliest age possible, children will adapt very well
to being a participating member of the worshipping
community. We must invite them, and include them, in
every way possible. By doing so, we hope that they
will discover the nearness of God in words and actions.

Sumergir nuestros dedos en la fuente de agua bendita, bendecirnos a nosotros mismos
al recordar nuestro bautismo "en el nombre del Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo", y hacer genufle-
xi6n o inclinarnos al entrar en nuestra banca o pasar por el Santuario, el altar y el tabernaculo,
todos estos son recordatorios importantes de quiénes somos y donde estamos.

Ademas, nos paramos, nos sentamos, nos arrodillamos e inclinamos desde la cintura, o inclina-
mos la cabeza en diferentes momentos de la celebracion de la Eucaristia. Hacemos pequefias cruces en nuestra
frente, labios y corazon mientras nos preparamos para escuchar el Evangelio, pidiendo: "Que las palabras del
Evangelio estén en mi mente, en mis labios y en mi corazon". La oracion no se requiere explicitamente de la
congregacion, pero el sentido del gesto es similar a las palabras rezadas por un sacerdote o didcono que procla-
ma el Evangelio.

Durante la profesion del Credo niceno o de los Apdstoles nos inclinamos en honor a la Encarnacion del
Hijo de Dios cuando decimos de Jesus, "que fue concebido por obra y gracia del Espiritu Santo, nacio de
Santa Maria Virgen". Durante muchos afios, la congregacion recibid instrucciones de inclinarse por estas pala-
bras solamente durante la temporada navidefia, pero con los cambios litirgicos introducidos en 2011, se nos ha
instruido que nos inclinemos ante las palabras anteriores cada vez que profesamos nuestra fe.

Durante las restricciones de COVID, dejamos de compartir el Signo de Paz dando la mano el uno al otro.
Muchas personas han reanudado esa practica, pero otras han adoptado otros gestos como una pequeia reveren-
cia hacia los demas con las manos cruzadas en reverencia. Adopté la practica de usar el Lenguaje de Senas
Americano para "la paz sea contigo". Me ves hacerlo en cada misa que presido. Coloco mis manos juntas fren-
te a mi, luego giro las manos y las extiendo hacia un lado. Es mi forma preferida de extender un signo de paz a
alguien que me ve desde lejos. Otros usaran el signo universal de la "V" con dos dedos, mientras que otros
usaran una onda, una sonrisa u otros gestos apropiados para decir "paz" a su vecino.

Creo que es importante ensefiar a los nifios, a la edad mas temprana posible, coémo hacer los gestos anterio-
res y asumir las posturas adecuadas en el momento adecuado. Si un nifio es capaz de arrodillarse y ver por
encima de la banca, se le debe ensefiar y exigir que asuma esa postura con sus padres. A muchos nifios se les
permite sentarse en el banco y jugar con juguetes, libros o comer bocadillos. A la edad mas temprana posible,
los nifios se adaptardn muy bien a ser un miembro participante de la comunidad de adoracion. Debemos invi-
tarlos, e incluirlos, de todas las maneras posibles. Al hacerlo, esperamos que descubran la cercania de Dios en
