Why?

Maesgsage from Fr. Andy: Someone might ask me: Father Andy, why do you pray for the
poor so much? Why do you keep praying for alcoholics and other addicted people? You reg-
ularly pray for peace and that we might “cast out vengeance and violence from our hearts.”

Another way to look at these questions would be to ask: “Why do you not pray for rich
people? Why do you not pray for people who do not drink, who do not do drugs, who do not gamble,
etc.? Why do you not pray more often for police, or soldiers?”

Jesus said to them, “It is not those who are healthy who need a physician, but those who are sick; I
did not come to call the righteous, but sinners,” (Mk 2:17; see also Lk 5:31; Mt 9:12-13).

Those to whom much is given, or who have earned much, much more is expected! Those who are
healthy ought not to look down upon those who are struggling, but rather, together we must look for
short and long-term remedies for the problems and deficits that people face. We, the community of
faith, those who follow the teachings of the Christ, do not wait for “the government” to fix these chal-
lenges. WE, OURSELVES, DO WHAT IS NECESSARY AND POSSIBLE. It is likely that we will
want to convince the wider community to help in responding to those in need. Government may have

arole in such a response.

In the prayers for the poor, the addicted, and those afflicted by violence, the rich, the “healthy” and
the just, must hear the call to generosity, creativity, compassion, and neighborly charity. A prayer for
the poor, IS A PRAYER FOR THE RICH, that they might be part of the remedy for poverty. A prayer
for the addicted, IS A PRAYER FOR THOSE IN RECOVERY AND THE NON-ADDICTED, that
they may support the addicted one in his/her journey of recovery, and not become addicted them-
selves. A prayer for peace, IS A PRAYER FOR THE VIOLENT AND ABUSIVE, that they would

cease their violent ways.

Our prayers for something good, healthy, and holy, are not prayers against other good, healthy and
holy outcomes. Ultimately, our prayers always must be directed toward the realization of God’s love
in the world, in our lives, and especially in the lives of the vulnerable. There is no greater love that
this, to lay down one’s life for one’s friends/others (see John 15:12-14).
