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COME TO CELEBRATE THE “POSADAS”...

The celebration of the Posadas is an important Mexican
Christmas tradition. These community celebrations take
place on each of the nine nights leading up to Christmas, from
December 16 to 24th.

The word posada means "inn" or "shelter" in Spanish. In this
tradition, the Bible'story of Mary and Joseph's journey to Beth-
lehem and their search for a place to stay is re-enacted. The
celebration begins with a procession in which the participants
sing Christmas carols. There will be individuals who play the
parts of Mary and Joseph who lead the way, or images repre-
senting them are carried.

There are two parts to the traditional posada song. Half of
those present sing the role of Joseph asking for shelter and the
other half responds, singing the part of the innkeeper saying
that there is no room. The song switches back and forth'a few
times until finally, the innkeeper agrees to let them in.

On each of the nine nights; a different quality will be medi-
tated upon: humility, strength, detachment, charity, trust, jus-
tice, purity, joy, and generosity. The nine nights of posadas
leading up to Christmas are said to represent the nine months
that Jesus spent in Mary's womb, or alternatively, to represent
nine days journey that it took Mary and Joseph to get from
Nazareth (where they lived) to Bethlehem (where Jesus was
born).

S Meggage from Fr. Andy: We may hear from some believers, “I believe in God. But, I do
28 not need to go to church in order to believe.” While that statement is true, our Catholic Chris-
f tian faith 1s fundamentally a communal faith. We live and express our faith, and strengthen
that faith, in communal activities of worship and service. To be Catholic is to give and receive
WITHIN community. There is no room for division, racism, prejudice, exclusion, or elitism in
the Body of Christ, the Church.

The celebration of the Eucharist at Mass is our most perfect union with Jesus. The Sacrament of the
Eucharist nourishes our relationship with Jesus the Christ. It reminds us of his life and sacrifice. We re-
member that he desired that our sins be forgiven, for both personal and communal benefit. By remember-
ing Jesus’s desires, we make them present in our midst. Unity, peace, forgiveness, reconciliation, healing,
compassion, solidarity, hospitality, etc. are the desires of Jesus. We can experience their presence in the
Eucharist. We seek to live by these values, daily.

Worship of God at the Eucharist is an act entering deeper into relationship with God who invites us
into better relationships with each other. We do not “go to Church” because of an obligation. We partici-
pate because it is where, and among whom, we find others who want that relationship with God like we
do. Together, our efforts are multiplied and enhanced. We give strength and draw strength from each oth-
er. Fostering relationship is a basic goal of Worship at the Eucharist.

We hear and sometimes say the following: “my body, my choice”; “take care of number one”; “this is
how I do ‘me’”; etc. Those are credos of the secular culture. WE live by the values of God’s culture the
Kingdom of God, where we set aside personal and individual desires in order to experience unity, connec-
tion and relationship. The Body of Christ, the People of God, the Church is attempting to teach the world
that human beings find importance within relationships, IN the community. These relationships include
the poor, the stranger, the sick, the imprisoned, the hungry, the thirsty, and the homeless.

I invite all of you to rise above the temptation to conform to the values of the world. We are OF God,
we belong TO God; and, we live IN the world, but we do not belong to the world. Identify the greed, en-
vy, selfishness, exclusion, and racism, and their influence on us. Reject that influence! Choose the unify-
ing and healing work of Jesus the Christ. Let us do such work together. Come, Lord Jesus, come!
