From the Pastor:
MERRY CHRISTMAS! May you all have a
Christmas Season full of light, life, and joy!

On Saturday, December 28, my family
of 10 siblings, 7 brother’s-in-law, one sis-
ter-in-law, 25 nieces and nephews and their spous-
es, fiancés, and children, and a few new boyfriends
and girlfriends will be together for our annual Christ-
mas gathering. There will be over 50 people pre-
sent. Additionally, there will be lots of hugs and kiss-
es, food, music, beverages, games and conversa-
tions. There will be a few gifts given from godpar-
ents to godchildren. And my niece, Alexandra, will
choose a charity this year to which everyone will
make a donation according to their ability. It is her
turn to choose after my Dad, all my siblings, and
eldest 4 nieces and nephews have already had the
opportunity to choose a charity over the years. We
stopped exchanging names for gifts among family
members about 16 years ago.

Living Program (subsidized rental units) where they con-
tinue to work to reduce their debt and rehabilitate their
credit. Freedom House families are also offered our Af-
tercare Program for general support and access to the
many donations Freedom House receives. This

takes some stress of their monthly budget and prevents a
second shelter stay.

Los nifios
deben ser pacientes con sus padres mientras aprenden
juntos cémo negociar los desafios de hoy dia.
