A Message fnom Fr. Andy:
Merry Christmas! Family. As we are invited to celebrate the blessing of the Holy
Family, we must think about the families we know and experience.

We know our own family, but each family is unique. The family of our neighbor,
our friends, or even the family of other relatives might be very different than ours.
There are basic families of mother, father, and children. There are families who are,
right now, expecting the birth of a child, maybe even their first child! There are

families hoping that they will have the chance to welcome their first child, or another child, but they
have been trying a long time without results. And there are families who have experienced the
miscarriage of a baby whom they will never forget.

There are families with just one parent — a mother or a father — because of death, or divorce, or
separation. There are families in our parish with “missing” members because someone has been
deported, or perhaps someone is in prison. There are family members serving in the military and
stationed in far away lands. There are families who are enduring a battle with cancer or other
diseases. There are families who are living with a member who is actively approaching death.

There are those families who have experienced the deaths of loved ones resulting in widows,
widowers, and orphans. There are families for whom one or more persons are “estranged.” There are
wounded families, grieving families, families who have known abuse and violence. There are families
with members suffering amid addiction, and other families living with members who are in recovery.

Our parish “family” has at least one, but sometimes more, of each of the family types described
above. And there are families with unique challenges and blessings that are not described above.

May we rejoice in the blessings of our own family and the blessings we experience from other
families. May we be grateful that the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph exists and inspires
families today. Jesus, Mary, and Joseph, pray for us! Merry Christmas to everyone!
