l Message from Frn. Andy:

Merry Christmas! In preparation for the joyous celebration of the Christmas season
and various feast days Pope Leo made several statements in recent days to groups of
people with whom he works and collaborates in ministry. To Vatican employees he
invited them to learn simplicity and humility from Jesus’ birth this Christmas and
“to ensure, all together, that this becomes increasingly the style of the Church in all
its expressions.”

In another address, this time to the Cardinals, Bishops and priests who minister as part of the
Church leadership, or Curia, he said the following: “The [jght of Christmas comes to meet us, inviting
us to rediscover the newness that, from the humble grotto of Bethlehem, runs throughout human
history. Drawn by this newness, which embraces all creation, let us walk in joy and hope, for a Savior
has been born for us (cf. Lk 2:11): God has become flesh, has become our brother, and remains forever
God-with-us. With this joy in our hearts, and with deep gratitude, let us look upon the events that
unfold, also in the life of the Church. In this way, as we approach the Christmas festivities,...always
full of enthusiasm: today, the Psalm tells us that our years are seventy, or eighty for the strongest, so
we also celebrate with you — I wish first of all to remember my beloved predecessor, Pope Francis, who
this year concluded his earthly life. His prophetic voice, pastoral style and rich magisterium have
marked the Church’s journey in recent years, encouraging us above all to place God’s mercy at the
center, to give renewed impetus to evangelization, and to be a joyful Church, welcoming to all and
attentive to the poorest.” [My emphasisf

As we reflect upon the meaning of Christmas, the Sacred Scriptures that tell the story of the
Incarnation of God as a child, as a human being, we are asked to focus on the fundamentals of our
faith. If we are not sharing God’s love, not acting compassionately to the most in need, and not doing
everything we can in favor of spreading the authentic Gospel, the Good News, then we have missed
the central purpose of the season, and of the Church’s ministry. Let us get it right!

Con esta alegria en el corazon y con un
profundo sentido de gratitud, podemos mirar los acontecimientos que se suceden, también en la vida de la
Iglesia. Por eso, ahora que estamos en la vigilia de las fiestas naviderias, mientras saludo cordialmente a
todos y agradezco al Cardenal Decano sus palabras —siempre llenas de entusiasmo: hoy el Salmo nos dice
que son setenta nuestros anos, ochenta para los mads robustos, asi que celebramos también con ustedes—,
deseo en primer lugar recordar a mi querido predecesor, el Papa Francisco, que este ano ha concluido su
vida terrenal.
