Maggage from Fr. Andy : “This is my Body,” Jesus said. “This is my Blood.” There is no metaphor in
those words. There is no equivocation. It is what the apostles heard, and out of obedience to Jesus
command to “do this in memory of him,” they continued to share in the sacred meal which we know as the
Eucharist.

St. Paul, former persecutor of Christ’s followers, received a great revelation from Christ. In the First
Letter to the Corinthians Paul writes: “For I RECEIVED FROM THE LORD that which I also delivered
to you, that the Lord Jesus, on the night when He was betrayed, took bread; and when He had given
thanks, He broke it and said, “This is My body, which is for you; do this in remembrance of Me.” In the same way He
also took the cup after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, as often as you drink it, in
remembrance of Me.” For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes
(vv. 23-26, my emphasis).

In Paul’s teaching in 1 Corinthians 11, he is instructing, encouraging, and even reprimanding the believers to be more
disciplined and attentive to what they are doing. It is a sacred meal. It is worship. It is an activity ordained by Jesus
himself, and therefore it is not like any other meal. It is a fulfillment of a command, a duty, and a responsibility which the
followers of Christ took seriously.

St. Luke, writes about the early Christian Community after the Resurrection and Ascension of Jesus in the Acts of the
Apostles 2:42-47 - They were continually devoting themselves to the apostles’ teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking
of bread and to prayer. Everyone kept feeling a sense of awe, and many wonders and signs were taking place through the
apostles. And all the believers were together and had all things in common; and they would sell their property and
possessions and share them with all, to the extent that anyone had need. Day by day continuing with one mind in the
temple, and breaking bread from house to house, they were taking their meals together with gladness and sincerity of
heart, praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord was adding to their number day by day those who
were being saved.

Let us be renewed in our belief in the transforming, sanctifying, forgiving, and healing power of the Eucharist. May the
Body and Blood of Christ be the Sacrament of Unity and Peace for which it was given to us.

Congratulations to all the children receiving First Communion in recent weeks and in the coming weeks! May they
cherish the love of God given in the Eucharist. May they celebrate the Eucharist every Sunday!

Meangaje del P. Andy:

"Este es mi Cuerpo", dijo Jesus. "Esta es mi Sangre". No hay metafora en esas palabras. No hay equivocos. Es lo que
los apdstoles escucharon, y por obediencia al mandato de Jesus de "hacer esto en memoria mia", continuaron compartiendo
la comida sagrada que conocemos como la Eucaristia.

San Pablo, antiguo perseguidor de los seguidores de Cristo, recibié una gran revelacion de Cristo. En la primera carta a
los Corintios, Pablo escribe: Porque YO RECIBI DEL SENOR lo mismo que les he enseiiado: que el Seiior Jesiis, la
noche en que fue entregado, tomo pan, y después de dar gracias, lo partio y dijo: Esto es mi cuerpo que es para ustedes;
hagan esto en memoria de mi. De la misma manera tomo también el caliz después de haber cenado, diciendo: Esta caliz
es el nueva aliaza en mi sangre; hagan esto cuantas veces la beban en memoria de mi. Porque todas las veces que
comen este pan y beben esta cdliz, la muerte del Sefior proclamen hasta que El venga. De manera que el que coma el pan
o0 beba el caliz del Serior indignamente, serd culpable del cuerpo y de la sangre del Serior. (vv. 23-26, énfasis mia).

En la ensefianza de Pablo en 1 Corintios 11, est4 instruyendo, animando e incluso reprendiendo a los creyentes para que
sean mas disciplinados y atentos a lo que estan haciendo. Es una comida sagrada. Es adoracion. Es una actividad ordenada
por el mismo Jesus, y por lo tanto no es como cualquier otra comida. Es el cumplimiento de un mandamiento, un deber y
una responsabilidad que los seguidores de Cristo tomaron en serio.

San Lucas, escribe sobre la comunidad cristiana primitiva después de la Resurreccion y Ascension de Jesus en los
Hechos de los Apostoles 2:42-47 - Y se dedicaban continuamente a las ensefianzas de los apdstoles, a la comunion, al
partimiento del pan y a la oracion. Sobrevino temor a toda persona; y muchos prodigios y sefiales eran hechas por los
apostoles. Todos los que habian creido estaban juntos y tenian todas las cosas en comun, vendian todas sus propiedades y
sus bienes y los compartian con todos, segun la necesidad de cada uno. Dia tras dia continuaban undanimes en el templo y
partiendo el pan en los hogares, comian juntos con alegria y sencillez de corazon, alabando a Dios y hallando favor con
todo el pueblo. Y el Serior afiadia cada dia al numero de ellos los que iban siendo salvos.

Renovémonos en nuestra creencia en el poder transformador, santificador, perdonador y sanador de la Eucaristia. Que
el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo sea el Sacramento de la Unidad y de la Paz para el cual nos fue dado.

Quisiera ofrecer felicitaciones a todos los nifios que han recibido la Primera Comunion en las ultimas semanas y en
las proximas! Que aprecien el amor de Dios dado en la Eucaristia. ;Que celebren la Eucaristia todos los domingos!
