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B Megsage from Fr. Andy: Next Sunday our parish will participate in the Diocesan Cooperative

i Missionary Appeal. We welcome Susan Barnish and Mary Stevenson from the Community of Oscar A.
Romero (COAR). They have been preaching the Gospel by word and by service/deeds for 43 years in
El Salvador. They are focused upon educating children and ending the cycle of poverty.

Each year we emphasize the true identity of our parish family as part of the larger, world-wide family
of the Church which knows no boundaries. We must not be content only to remain focused upon the
gifts and challenges of living the Gospel in our parish, or in our diocesan community. We are invited to
see our relationship with those who may live far from us, in lands and countries we do not know. When we look, we
will see others who desire to be nourished and encouraged by the Word of God in every part of the world.

When we preach the Gospel and the presence of the Kingdom of God, we often refer to Jesus ministry to the
blind, the deaf, the lame, the imprisoned, and the poor who have the Good News preached to them. Whatever the
world may see as a deficit or a barrier to full participation in the human community, Jesus sees as a reason to reach
out. We must purposefully go to those who have been marginalized by their personal limitations or by social
conditions.

COAR is reaching out to poor children who live in conditions that limit their opportunities for success and well-
being. In El Salvador, such conditions have historically lead to poverty, violence, and gang activity. If these children
can be well educated and prepared for participation in a society that provides dignified work and advancement
opportunities, hopefully, they will break the cycle of poverty that captured their parents and grandparents.

El Salvador’s efforts to end violence and crime have been in the news. President Nayib Bukele has instituted strict
policies to counter crime and violence. The country has built a new “mega prison” called the Terrorism Confinement
Center which can hold 40,000 prisoners. Unfortunately, critics indicate that many innocent people are being incarcer-
ated with the guilty, with very little recourse to due process. Already the prison is seen as a place where torture and
even execution await the newly arrested. It is a mix of remedy and problem.

COAR seeks to help children and families in such a way as to avoid having to go through Bukele’s enforcement
regime and prison system. Let us assist the COAR Peace Mission in every way by prayer, support, and donations. Let
us give full attention to Susan and Mary next week.

Mengaje del P. Andy: El proximo domingo nuestra parroquia participara en la Campafia Misionera Cooperativa
Diocesana. Damos la bienvenida a Susan Barnish y Mary Stevenson de la Comunidad de Oscar A. Romero (COAR).
Han estado predicando el Evangelio por palabra y por servicio / hechos durante 43 afios en El Salvador. Se centran en
educar a los nifios y poner fin al ciclo de la pobreza.

Cada afio enfatizamos la verdadera identidad de nuestra familia parroquial como parte de la familia més grande y
mundial de la Iglesia que no conoce fronteras. No debemos contentarnos solo con permanecer enfocados en los dones
y desafios de vivir el Evangelio en nuestra parroquia o en nuestra comunidad diocesana. Estamos invitados a ver
nuestra relacion con aquellos que pueden vivir lejos de nosotros, en tierras y paises que no conocemos. Cuando mira-
mos, veremos a otros que desean ser alimentados y animados por la Palabra de Dios en cada parte del mundo.

Cuando predicamos el Evangelio y la presencia del Reino de Dios, a menudo nos referimos al ministerio de Jests
a los ciegos, sordos, cojos, encarcelados y pobres a quienes se les predica la Buena Nueva. Lo que sea que el mundo
pueda ver como un déficit o una barrera para la plena participacion en la comunidad humana, Jesus lo ve como una
razon para tender la mano. Debemos dirigirnos a propdsito a aquellos que han sido marginados por sus limitaciones
personales o por las condiciones sociales.

COAR esta llegando a los nifios pobres que viven en condiciones que limitan sus oportunidades de éxito y bienes-
tar. En El Salvador, tales condiciones han llevado historicamente a la pobreza, la violencia y la actividad de pandillas.
Si estos nifios pueden ser bien educados y preparados para participar en una sociedad que proporciona trabajo digno y
oportunidades de progreso, con suerte, romperan el ciclo de pobreza que capturo a sus padres y abuelos.

Los esfuerzos de El Salvador para poner fin a la violencia y el crimen han estado en las noticias. El presidente
Nayib Bukele ha instituido politicas estrictas para contrarrestar el crimen y la violencia. El pais ha construido una
nueva "mega prision" llamada Centro de Confinamiento por Terrorismo que puede albergar a 40.000 prisioneros.
Desafortunadamente, los criticos indican que muchas personas inocentes estan siendo encarceladas con los culpables,
con muy poco recurso al debido proceso. La prision ya es vista como un lugar donde la tortura e incluso la ejecucion
esperan a los recién arrestados. Es una mezcla de remedio y problema.

COAR busca ayudar a los nifios y las familias de tal manera que no tenga que pasar por el régimen de aplicacion
de Bukele y el sistema penitenciario. Ayudemos a la Mision de Paz COAR en todos los sentidos con oracion, apoyo y
donaciones. Dediquemos toda nuestra atencién a Susan y Mary la préxima semana.
