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SN Magsage from Fr. Andy: This Sunday is Catechetical Sunday. On this day we recognize the role that we
all have in passing on the faith to the next generations. We bless catechists — new and returning. We
bless the children who are continuing to learn about God and know God. They study and learn about
their Catholic faith just as they learn mathematics, history, spelling, and language arts, etc. at school
every day.

We also bless young adults, older adults, and children who have not been baptized. They are learn-
ing, growing, discovering, and following Jesus through the process of the Order of Christian Initiation of
Adults (OCIA, formerly RCIA). They are being prepared to receive the Sacraments of Initiation at the Easter Vigil in
the spring. We bless their teachers/catechists, too.

Of course, we all have a role to complete in sharing our faith. Parents and Godparents have made commitments
to be the first to educate their children in ways and teachings of Christ. This is a responsibility they received at the
child’s baptism.

Even those who are not parents and godparents must admit that we are educators and evangelizers, too. WE
are the Church, the Body of Christ, the People of God and therefore we have responsibilities to our sisters and broth-
ers. We are not only to avoid leading them astray, but also we are to give them good example of life in the Kingdom/
Culture of God. In the Culture of God we live according to the Great Commandment of which St. Paul reminded us in
last Sunday’s reading from the Letter to the Romans. All of the commandments are collected into the commandment
to love God and to love our neighbor as one’s self. He said the whole law is contained in love.

In the world, greed, selfishness, vengeance, and violence are so common, and even promoted. Are we prepared
to teach and show our children and the world how to live generously and charitably as forgiving people who are as
compassionate and merciful as God is?

Jesus, the Messiah, the Son of the living God, as professed by St. Peter, teaches us the way. When everyone
expected, and many wanted, the Messiah to conquer their foes and oppressors with power and might, Jesus the
Messiah redeemed and saved us by teaching us true freedom. He taught the power of love, even love of enemies.
He taught about the powerlessness of death by his own sacrifice and death. He promised eternal life.

Are we sufficiently prepared to teach this message in the world today? This message is the heart of the Christian
faith. May our children and those coming to the faith learn the true message of Christ from us!
