- Breaking Open the Mass

W November 9|12 - 1 p.m. or 7 - 8 p.m.

The Lord's command to “do this in
memory of me” has long been followed by Christians.
Sometimes, though, the ritual seems too foreign and too
familiar. Discover the meaning and importance behind
this source and summit of the faith.

Cost: Freewill offering
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Message from Fr. Andy: As Catholic followers of Christ, we cannot support violence. Christ’s exam-
ple of non-violence is our model. We do not support the militants (Hamas and other groups) who say
they are acting in “justice” as they seek to free Palestinians. We do not support the disproportionate and
violent self-defense claimed by Israel against Palestine-based Hamas and others.

At this writing, around 9000 Palestinians, of which more than 3600 are children, have been killed by
the Israeli military! The killing of 1400 Israelis occurred within the first couple of days of this phase of
the conflict, which has been on-going for 75 years. Hamas is said to have about 240 hostages. Both groups have
caused the deaths of thousands of civilians who may or may not support Hamas on the one hand, or Israel on the oth-
er. In both cases, civilians are not perpetrating armed violence against anyone, though their loyalties may be evident.

I repeat, as Catholics, we cannot easily align ourselves with a “side.” We must begin with our faith which teaches
that the cause of justice and peace is God’s. God’s justice for us, who are God’s beloved creatures, is founded in the
dignity and value of every person. We do not agree with Israeli leaders who repeatedly speak of Palestinians as
“animals,” or as lesser than Jews or Israelis. It is not a part of Jewish teaching, and certainly not a part of Catholic
principles, that there is any less dignity in any one person or group of persons. We call such thinking “racist.”

Furthermore, on the issue of “promised land”: while the First Testament of the Bible refers to such a land, it is
from a Jewish understanding. Arriving in current day Israel and Palestine around 2000 BCE was like the fulfillment
of a “promise”; but in fact, others were already living there. We believe in God, who does not look down upon some
nations in favor of others, such that God would displace them from ancestral lands.

The biblical battles Israel fought to gain territory were Israel’s battles, not God’s. Even though we read in Scrip-
ture that Israel believed God helped them win battles, it is a diminishment of God’s all-loving and all-inclusive salva-
tion, revealed by Christ, for us to believe such things. God does not will lands, or victory in wars, or riches, or world-
ly power and status.

God’s Will is Love — Period! Love does not fight wars, kill civilians, take hostages, pillage towns and villages,
bomb refugee camps, or oppress and enslave peoples, etc. Historically and even biblically, Israel has claimed that
God “promised” and “chose” them. They believed that God supported their violence, or accepted it. In fact, their
goals were quite worldly. This is not the God of Jesus Christ. Think about it.

Peace, Father Andy

Mensaje del P. Andy: Como catdlicos seguidores de Cristo, no podemos apoyar la violencia. El ejemplo de no vio-
lencia de Cristo es nuestro modelo. No apoyamos a los militantes (Hamas y otros grupos) que dicen que estan actuan-
do en "justicia" mientras buscan liberar a los palestinos. No apoyamos la autodefensa desproporcionada y violenta
que Israel alega contra Hamas y otros con sede en Palestina.

En el momento de escribir este articulo, alrededor de 9000 palestinos, de los cuales mas de 3600 son nifios, han
sido asesinados por el ejército israeli. La matanza de 1400 israelies se produjo en los primeros dias de esta fase del
conflicto, que ha durado 75 afios. Se dice que Hamas tiene unos 240 rehenes. Ambos grupos han causado la muerte de
miles de civiles que pueden o no apoyar a Hamas, por un lado, o a Israel, por el otro. En ambos casos, los civiles no
estan perpetrando violencia armada contra nadie, aunque sus lealtades puedan ser evidentes.

Repito, como catdlicos, no podemos alinearnos facilmente con un "bando". Debemos comenzar con nuestra fe,
que ensefia que la causa de la justicia y la paz es la de Dios. La justicia de Dios para nosotros, que somos criaturas
amadas de Dios, se basa en la dignidad y el valor de cada persona. No estamos de acuerdo con los lideres israelies que
repetidamente hablan de los palestinos como "animales", o como inferiores a los judios o a los israelies. No es parte
de la ensefianza judia, y ciertamente no es parte de los principios catdlicos, que haya menos dignidad en una persona
o grupo de personas. Llamamos "racista" a ese pensamiento.

Ademas, sobre el tema de la "tierra prometida": mientras que el Primer Testamento de la Biblia se refiere a tal tie-
rra, es desde un entendimiento judio. Llegar a los actuales Israel y Palestina alrededor del afio 2000 a.C. fue como el
cumplimiento de una "promesa"; Pero, de hecho, otros ya vivian alli. Creemos en Dios, que no menosprecia a algunas
naciones en favor de otras, de tal manera que Dios las desplazaria de sus antepasados.

Las batallas biblicas que Israel libro para ganar territorio fueron las batallas de Israel, no las de Dios. A pesar de
que leemos en las Escrituras que Israel creia que Dios los ayudo6 a ganar batallas, es una disminucion de la salvacion
de Dios que todo lo ama y todo lo incluye, revelada por Cristo, que creamos tales cosas. Dios no quiere tierras, ni vic-
torias en guerras, ni riquezas, ni poder y estatus mundanos.

La Voluntad de Dios es Amor — jPunto! El amor no pelea guerras, no mata civiles, no toma rehenes, no saquea
ciudades y pueblos, no bombardea campos de refugiados, ni oprime y esclaviza a los pueblos, etc. Historicamente e
incluso biblicamente, Israel ha afirmado que Dios los "prometid" y los "eligi¢". Creian que Dios apoyaba su violen-
cia, o la aceptaba. De hecho, sus objetivos eran bastante mundanos. Este no es el Dios de Jesucristo. Piénsalo.
