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Message from Fr. Andy: [Part of what follows I posted on my Facebook page this past week.] There is
nothing simple about the on-going conflict in Palestine and Israel. There are survivors of the Holocaust of the
late 1930’s and early 1940’s who moved to Israel since 1948 and still live there, and there are Palestinians
living in the Occupied Territories who were displaced by their arrival. Historical pain and suffering are alive
in them and those aligned with them.

For outsiders whose biases, prejudices, and outright racism dominate their thinking, the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict is “what they deserve.” Such persons see Jews either as a religiously affiliated people, or as a race, and they see
Palestinians as Arab Muslims. They have a hatred for both groups. This view is narrow and inaccurate in its distinctions.
Many Palestinians are Christians, even Catholics. Many Israelis do not consider themselves to be Jewish by religious faith
or practice but see themselves as citizens of the sovereign nation of Israel that had long been denied the right to exist.

I think about the centuries of antisemitism fostered by Christians, and specifically by Catholics. What foolishness and
narrow-mindedness it was, and is, to blame a whole race of people and their descendants for the crucifixion of Jesus, the
Christ. Jesus himself blamed and condemned NO ONE!

Even in Scripture we can see that some specific men and women, Jewish leaders among them, along with the Roman
Empire's official approval, as well as the involvement of the political power of Israel represented by King Herod, together
fomented the dynamic that caused Jesus's crucifixion. It was not an entire race of people!

Jews and Gentiles (non-Jews) became the first followers of Christ, and members of the early Church. Jewish Christians
are to be honored for accepting and passing on the faith. Of that, all present-day Christians are beneficiaries.

And Jesus himself did not blame anyone, but rather sought forgiveness for those participating in his condemnation, tor-
ture, and death. Jesus did not say one word against another. He went through the arrest, torture, and crucifixion standing on
the power of his words in defense of the poor, the downtrodden, and the rejected. He did not command revenge, but rather
to love as he had loved - with forgiveness, and compassion, and inclusion, etc.

The spiral down into the present-day abyss of violence and racism is not something for which we are well served to
look for blame. We are better served by reconciliation - seeking it and offering it. That is the ACTION for our present age.
Reconciliation, which requires acceptance of responsibility, is the transforming goal that we seek.

Can Israel and Palestine forgive? Can the world forgive? Have Christians learned to love as Christ loved us?

Mensaje del P. Andly: [Parte de lo que sigue lo publiqué en mi pagina de Facebook la semana pasada.] No hay nada
simple en el conflicto en curso en Palestina e Israel. Hay supervivientes del Holocausto de finales de la década de 1930 y
principios de 1940 que tuvieron que emigrar a Israel desde 1948 y todavia viven alli, y hay palestinos que viven en los
Territorios Ocupados que fueron desplazados por su llegada. El dolor y el sufrimiento histéricos estan vivos en ellos y en
quienes estan alineados con ellos.

Para los forasteros cuyos prejuicios y racismo absoluto dominan su pensamiento, el conflicto palestino-israeli es "lo
que se merecen". Tales personas ven a los judios como un pueblo afiliado a una religion, o como una raza, y ven a los
palestinos como musulmanes arabes. Odian a ambos grupos. Este punto de vista es estrecho e inexacto en sus distinciones.
Muchos palestinos son cristianos, incluso catolicos. Muchos israelies no se consideran judios por fe o practica religiosa,
sino que se ven a si mismos como ciudadanos de la nacion soberana de Israel a la que durante mucho tiempo se le habia
negado el derecho a existir.

Pienso en los siglos de antisemitismo fomentado por los cristianos, y especificamente por los catolicos. jQué necedad y
estrechez de miras fue, y es, culpar a toda una raza de personas y a sus descendientes por la crucifixion de Jesus, el Cristo!
jJesus mismo no culp6 ni condend a NADIE!

Incluso en las Escrituras podemos ver que algunos hombres y mujeres especificos, entre ellos los lideres judios, junto
con la aprobacion oficial del Imperio Romano, asi como la participacion del poder politico de Israel representado por el rey
Herodes, fomentaron la dindmica que causo la crucifixion de Jesus. {No era una raza entera de personas!

Los judios y los gentiles (no judios) se convirtieron en los primeros seguidores de Cristo y miembros de la Iglesia
primitiva. Los cristianos judios deben ser honrados por aceptar y transmitir la fe. De eso, todos los cristianos de hoy son
beneficiarios.

Y Jesus mismo no culpd a nadie, sino que busco el perdon de los que participaron en su condena, tortura y muerte.
Jesus no dijo una palabra en contra de otra. Paso por el arresto, la tortura y la crucifixion apoyandose en el poder de sus
palabras en defensa de los pobres, los oprimidos y los rechazados. No ordend venganza, sino mas bien amar como habia
amado: con perdon, compasion, inclusion, etc.

La espiral hacia el abismo actual en el que estamos de violencia y racismo no es algo por lo que estemos bien servidos
para buscar culpables. Nos sirve mejor la reconciliacion, buscandola y ofreciéndola. Esa es la ACCION para nuestra época
actual. La reconciliacion, que requiere la aceptacion de la responsabilidad, es la meta transformadora que buscamos.
