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Meggage from Fr. Andy: Every year as Christmas approaches, we are invited to pray for peace in
the Holy Land, especially in Bethlehem. This year we need to pray for peace throughout the Middle
East — Gaza, Israel, Lebanon, Syria, Iran, and more. Despite a negotiated cease fire between Israel
and Lebanon, the region remains susceptible to further war and violence. There is no ceasefire
between Israel and Hamas, and the civil war in Syria has escalated in recent weeks.

Of course, the violence over the last 15 months since October of 2023, has left Gaza devastated.
Israel has taken an aggressive posture by making “offense” its “defense.” After nearly 1200 Israel
soldiers and civilians were killed in a terrible day of violence initiated by Hamas, Israel has not
relented in its retaliation. Israel has stated that it is attempting to end the influence of Hamas in Gaza, and Hezbollah
in Lebanon. In those efforts many innocent people have suffered and died. Israel has killed around 45,000 people.
Yes, some were military and political leaders, but many were children and other civilians.

In recent days Amnesty International has declared that Israel is committing genocide against the Palestinians in
Gaza. Amnesty International is a respected organization whose purposes are stated: “No government is beyond
scrutiny. We uncover the truth. We hold human rights violators to account.” No government wants to be accused by
Amnesty of such violations because they have a strong reputation. However, this declaration has been rejected,
though not unanimously, by its own branch called “Amnesty Israel.” The Israel group stated: “...there is a high
death toll of civilians in the Gaza Strip and that the Israeli response roused suspicions of possible widespread
international law violations, crimes against humanity, and ethnic cleansing, it did not believe that the threshold of
proof for the crime of genocide had been met,” (The Jerusalem Post, December 5, 2024 online)

The chaos and ugliness of war, terrorism, evacuations, hostages, refugee camps, lack of food and medical supplies,
etc. all indicate the failure of humanity to have the courage to find peace. Using hostages, human beings, as shields
and negotiating material is inhuman. Depriving starving children and injured civilians of the most basic relief is
inhuman. What we have been witnessing in the Middle East is a failure of humanity! We are part of that body.
Everywhere that war, violence, and oppression exist in our so-called “modern” world is a testament to our failures.

Followers of Christ who dare to worship the Christ-child at Christmas must do better. Peacemakers and

justice-seekers must be affirmed and supported! Peace, Fr. Andy

Mengaje ded P. Andy: Cada aio, al acercarse la Navidad, se nos invita a rezar por la paz en Tierra Santa,
especialmente en Belén. Este afo, necesitamos orar por la paz en todo el Medio Oriente: Gaza, Israel, Libano, Siria,
Iran y mas. A pesar de un alto el fuego negociado entre Israel y Libano, la region sigue siendo vulnerable a mas
guerras y violencia. No hay alto el fuego entre Israel y Hamas, y la guerra civil en Siria se ha intensificado en las
ultimas semanas.

Por supuesto, la violencia de los tltimos 15 meses, desde octubre de 2023, ha dejado a Gaza devastada. Israel ha
adoptado una postura agresiva al hacer de la "ofensa" su "defensa". Después de que casi 1,200 soldados y civiles
israelies murieron en un terrible dia de violencia iniciada por Hamas, Israel no ha cesado en sus represalias. Israel ha
declarado que su objetivo es terminar con la influencia de Hamas en Gaza y de Hezbollah en Libano. En esos
esfuerzos, muchas personas inocentes han sufrido y muerto. Israel ha matado a alrededor de 45,000 personas. Si,
algunos eran lideres militares y politicos, pero muchos eran nifios y otros civiles.

En los ultimos dias, Amnistia Internacional ha declarado que Israel estd cometiendo genocidio contra los
palestinos en Gaza. Amnistia Internacional es una organizacion respetada cuyos propdsitos son claros: "No hay
gobierno libre de escrutinio. Sacamos a relucir la verdad. Exigimos que quienes violan derechos humanos rindan
cuentas". Ningun gobierno quiere ser acusado por Amnistia Internacional de tales violaciones de derechos humanos
porque tiene una solida reputacion. Sin embargo, esta declaracion ha sido rechazada, aunque no por unanimemente,
por su propia rama llamada "Amnistia Israel". El grupo israeli declaro: "... hay un alto numero de civiles muertos en
la Franja de Gaza y que la respuesta israeli desperto sospechas de posibles violaciones generalizadas del derecho
internacional, crimenes contra la humanidad y limpieza étnica, no creia que se hubiera alcanzado el umbral de
prueba para el crimen de genocidio", (The Jerusalem Post, 5 Diciembre 2024, en linea).

El caos y la fealdad de la guerra, el terrorismo, las evacuaciones, los rehenes, los campos de refugiados, la falta de
alimentos y suministros médicos, etc., son indicios del fracaso de la humanidad para tener el valor de encontrar la
paz. Utilizar rehenes, seres humanos, como escudos y material de negociacion es inhumano. Privar a los nifios
hambrientos y a los civiles heridos del alivio mas basico es inhumano. jLo que hemos estado presenciando en el
Medio Oriente es un fracaso de la humanidad! Somos parte de ese cuerpo. En cualquier lugar donde existan guerra,
violencia y la opresion en nuestro supuesto mundo "moderno" es un testimonio de nuestros fracasos.
